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The Journey of Marriage from Laavan to Law: Vision of Guru Ram
Dass ji

Abstract

Marriage is the union between two souls and it is very common saying that marriages are made in
heaven and celebrated on earth. Marriage has been ordained in the society in the context of socio-
cultural and religious context. Marriage is sometimes regarded as sacrament and contract in different
religious settings. Hindu religion being the oldest religion has established sacramental nature of
marriage as it is performed with the vedic hymns and rituals. Marriage throughout the civilization is
the composition of emotional bond between two individuals and their companionship in the religious
and spiritual journey. Marriage is the formal and legal union entrusted with certain rights and duties
towards one and another. The institution of marriage has knitted the social fabric and the religious
dynamics has evolved marriage in the cultural and social settings of the day. In the context of sikh
religion, Guru Ram Dass ji has made tremendous contribution to ordain the sikh family structure. In
this paper, an attempt shall be made to study the evolution of marriage in India and its changing
contours from religious ceremony to culmination in the form of legislation. An endeavor shall be made
to compare the Anand Marriage Act and Hindu Marriage Act and vision of Guru Ram Dass ji for
Anand Karaj.

Introduction

The society is based on the relationship of kith and kin. The early human society was nomadic and no
structural framework of family was prevalent. It’s only after the primitive age that marriage has
evolved as an institution though no universalized practice of marriage was prevalent. The forms of
marriage differed from tribe to tribe, society to society, depending on the religious norms. Marriage
has been a very natural thing in every society for the purpose of procreation or legalizing sexual
relationship between the husband and wife. The family is the foundation of sacred duty with respect to
conferring legitimacy on the children born through lawful wedding. Since reproduction is prevalent in
both flora and fauna but human reproduction is very essential for the establishment of the society. The
institution of marriage has been accepted practice in every society and the institution itself has
transformed owing to the social and religious needs.

Evolution of marriage in Hindus

The hindu marriage system is based on rituals and is considered a sacrament in nature. The marriage
binds the husband and wife into a relationship which is indissoluble. The concept of marriage under
Hinduism is based on the sanskara. In early vedic period the wife has been held at very high pedestal
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as far marriage is concerned. The marriage among hindus is a sacred union for the purpose of attaining
moksha. Many traditional granths of hindus contain rituals for the performance of the marriage. There
were eight forms of marriages as recognized under the hindu religion i.e Brahma, Davia, Arsha,
Prajapatya, Asura, Gandharva, Rakshasha and Paischa. Later on only three marriages were recognized.
The legislative intention on the law of marriage among hindus no forms of marriages are recognized.
The hindu marriage is still woven around the rituals and many marriages are kept within the periphery
of the shastric and vedic traditions. The wife has been called ardhangini among the different religious
texts. There are different names for husband and wife in the shastras. Terminology like grihalakshmi,
ardhangini and samrajyi all have raised the status of women in marriage thus standing by the husband
in fulfilling the duty of dharma, artha, kama and ultimately moksha. The epic period of Mahabharta
and Ramayan has also emphasized on pious marriage. The Manu Samriti has elaborated on the
importance of marriage. According to this hindu marriage is compulsory for the continuation of the
linage and moreover marriage is essential for women to attain salvation. The marriage is performed for
carrying the progeny and moreover the birth of the son results in discharging the debts of the
ancestors. The union between the husband and wife is permanent. There is no provision for remarriage
of widows as per manu samriti. The women should always obey her husband. There are different
ceremonies of marriage for the performance of hindu marriage. The recognized ritual under the hindu
law is the saptapadi i.e taking seven steps around the holy fire. This ceremony is necessary for the
valid marriage and apart from this kanyadaan, panigrahan and vivahahoma are also essential rituals,
rites and ceremonies under the hindu tradition of marriage.

Though the modern hindu law has provided for dissolution of marriage still the hindu marriage is
considered indissoluble. But still the sacrament of marriage has been drained after the legislative
framework on marriage. The hindu marriage still retains its sacred character in the performance of
rituals for the purpose of valid marriage.

Guru Ramdass’s ji Four Laavan for Marriage

The institution of marriage plays very important role in the spiritual growth of the individual as
understood in the sikh religion. The institution of marriage is not only to provide legitimacy to the
children born out of the wedlock but is a journey towards spiritualism. The sikh religion and Guru’s
have given great sanctity to the marriage by comparing husband to God. Many hymns in the Guru
Granth Sahib has made reference to union between man and women as milap between atma and
parmatama. The marriage in sikh religion is not bound between the rituals or the superiority of the man
or the women. It is the meeting between the soul and the God. The desperation of wife for husband is
understood as soul searching for the true God.

The concept of marriage among Sikhs is very simple based on the spiritual sanctity of Anand Karaj
and later developed as a part of Sikh Rehat Maryada. The love between husband and wife has been
celebrated as love between the atma and parmatama. In this culmination of conjugal love, anand karaj
is an adoption by the Sikh people of their ‘idealistic spiritual marriage’ as contended by Narain Singh.
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The entire gamut of Guru Ram Dass ji on marriage revolves around the union with the true lord. He
has summed up marriage as a spiritual union as, “they are not said to be husband and wife who merely
sit together. Rather they alone are called husband and wife, who have one soul in two bodies”.

The fourth Guru of Sikhs, Guru Ram Dass ji has composed four hymns also known as ‘laavan’ for
performance of the marriage between Sikhs. The ceremony known as Anand Karaj which means
“blissful ceremony” was popularized by the Guru to give sanctity to the sikh marriages. The four
hymns or laavan form part of the gurbani In Guru Granth Sahib. The laavans are performed by
circumambulating around the Guru Granth Sahib with the singing of hymns. Each laavan has a
significance for the matrimonial unity and also a journey towards spirituality. Each step alongwith a
laavan signify the marital journey for the couples. The four laavans signify that spirituality starts with
marital bliss.

The first laav

The first laav is the foundation for the married life. By this the guru is instructing the bride and
bridegroom for performance of their duties at home most commonly performance of marital
obligations. The couple should instead of reciting vedic hymns should follow right path and life free
from sin. The couple should contemplate the name of the lord and immerse in his naam. The worship
of true naam shall remove all sins from their lives and the fortunes are the ones who find bliss in
guru’s naam. Thus the first round of marriage has begun. The emphasis on union with the true guru.

The Second Laav

The second laav is on the part of the bride offering thanks to guru as God has guided her towards true
guru. Belief in God has removed her fears and her mind is free of any kind of fear or false ego. The
bride is singing the praises of the true guru and the God is present everywhere and inside and outside
there is only one Lord and singing praises with other servants of the God. With the second laav servant
Nanak says that the divine sound has raised ecstasy in my ears.

The Third Laav

The third laav marks the devotion of the bride towards her husband and it is spiritual union with the
husband, the lord. This is all filled with divine love towards the pure guru. The bride feels fortunate
that with the help of saints, she has found saccha guru. The love for God is achieved by singing his
praises. The great saints have found God by reciting their ineffable stories. My heart is singing and
resounding with the name of God as per my destiny. With the third round my mind is filled with the
divine love.

The Fourth Laav

The fourth laav is the completion of the union between the bride and the bridegroom. Both experience
divine union with the almighty God. The mind has found its peace after founding the Lord. By
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surrendering the body and soul to the God the meeting has become tasteful and it is sweet both for the
body and the soul. This has made me absorbed in the true guru. The heart and mind has become one
after resonating in the name of a Lord. The union between the two has been arranged by the God
himself and the bride’s heart is full of praise for the guru. The fourth round concludes with the
achievement of eternal lord in the form of imperishable husband.

Legal Framework of Marriage

The marriage is a sacred union between two individuals with the objective of sexual gratification and
forming a family. The foundation of marriage is formed in the religious texts and is done after the
fulfillment of religious ceremonies. With the evolution of society, the institution of marriage has
undergone transformation. To preserve the institution of marriage, legislative provisions were made.
The basic purpose of legislation was to maintain the sanctity of the marriage. The legal provisions
about marriage are the culmination of the religious ceremonies and the norms of the society for
solemnization of marriage.

Hindu Marriage Act, 1955

The Hindu Marriage Act was an effort to consolidate the personal laws. This Act was an attempt to
codify and reform the law of marriage to keep in pace with the modern practices. One other reason for
enactment was to remove confusion and ambiguity existing in the previous laws. The Act was enacted
to provide for the rights and duties of the husband and wife post-independence. The Act was more of
an attempt to reform the existing marriage system and laws maintaing culture, traditions and norms
together. Many reforms like prohibition of child marriage bigamy and provisions like divorce,
maintenance and guardianship were introduced in the legislation.

The objective of the Act is to amend and codify the law relating to marriage among Hindus. The
definition of hindus as given under the act includes Sikhs, Buddhists and Jain. It means this law is
equally applicable to persons belonging to these religions. The definition of custom and usage as used
in the Act implies their acceptance and legal binding by the hindu law.

For the validity of the marriage, section 5 of the Act provides for the conditions of hindu marriage.
The conditions provide that the persons in marriage should not have a living spouse at the time of
marriage and should be capable of giving valid consent. The spouse should not be unfit for marriage or
suffering from unsoundness of mind. The age of the bride should be of eighteen years and bridegroom
twenty years at the time of marriage. The parties to the marriage should not be in the prohibited
degrees of relationship and nor in sapinda relationship. The Act under section 7 also includes the
ceremonies of the marriage which includes Saptasadi i.e taking of seven steps by the bride and
bridegroom before the sacred fire.

Section 8 of the Act provides for the registration of the marriage and for this purpose hindu
marriage register should be maintained by the State government containing the particulars of the
parties to the marriage.
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Section 9 makes provision for the restitution of conjugal rights. It implies that if either of the
spouse withdraws from the company of the other without any reasonable excuse can file a petition for
the restitution of the conjugal rights. If the court is satisfied that the contents of the petition are true, it
shall order for the restitution of the conjugal rights.

The provision for judicial separation is made under section 10 of the legislation. During the period
of judicial separation, none of the parties shall be in obligation to cohabit with each other. But if a
petition is filed to the contrary, it can be rescinded by the court.

The legislation also makes provision for the void and voidable marriages on certain grounds.
Section 13 deals with different grounds for seeking divorce. The petition for divorce can be filed either
by the husband or the wife on the grounds if either the husband or wife after solemenization of
marriage had voluntary sexual intercourse with some other person, has committed cruelty on the
petitioner, has deserted the petitioner for a continuous period of two years from the date of the divorce,
if the petitioner has converted to some other religion and is no longer a hindu, the petition is suffering
from incurable unsound mind, is suffering from any communicable disease, has renounced by world
by following any religious sect or is not seen or heard for a period of seven years.

The petition for divorce can also be filed on the ground that there is no cohabitation between parties
for a period of one year after the passing of the decree of judicial separation. There is no restitution of
conjugal rights for a period of one year or more after the passing of the decree of restitution between
the parties.

Section 13(2) makes provision for the wife to make a petition for the dissolution of marriage in the
case if the marriage is performed before the legislation came into origin and the husband has a living
wife. Another ground for dissolution of the marriage by wife is if the husband has been guilty of rape,
sodomy or bestiality.

Section 13(B) of the Act makes provision for dissolving the marriage by mutual consent. In this
case the petition can be filed jointly by the husband or the wife if they have been living separately for a
period of one year or more and are not in a position to live together under the same roof. The petition
shall be entertained after giving cooling off period of six months to the couple so that they can still
think about their decision of separation. If the petition is not withdrawn by the parties after the
expiration of six months dissolve the marriage between the parties.

The legislation makes provision that no petition for divorce shall be made within first year of
marriage. The only exception is if the parties are in exceptional hardship. The parties to divorce are
entitled to remarry after the remedies are exhausted by them. The legislation has also protected the
rights of the children born out of void or voidable marriage and has conferred legitimacy on the
children.

The legislation has provided for punishment of bigamy and makes it an offence under the Indian
Penal code. There is also provision for punishment if any conditions of marriage are violated under
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section 5 of the Act. After the decree of divorce, the court can make any suitable order as regards the
expenses, maintenance and custody of the children.

The Anand Marriage Act 1909

The concept of sikh marriage or Anand Karaj was a tradition started by Guru Ramdass ji, the fourth
guru of Sikhs. The first marriage as per four laavans was performed in 1579 between Guru Arjun Dev
Ji and Mata Ganga. The tradition was again revived during the regime of Maharaja Ranjit Singh in
Punjab. The ceremony was also performed among the Namdharis and Nirankaris with the difference
that the former still performed marriage with the holy fire. The Singh Sabha Movement popularized
this marriage as existing today among the Sikhs.

The religious ceremony of marriage is known as anand karaj among the Sikhs. The objective of the
Act was to remove certain doubts about the validity of karaj as a marriage among the Sikhs. The
emergence of the sikh marriage law is a long story of struggle. The foundation for the same was laid in
the British era. It was a long demand of the Sikhs as they have to register their marriages under the
hindu law. Though the Act was passed in the year 1909 but still the Sikhs had to register under the
Hindu Law after the independence. Its only in 2012 that an amemdemnt has been made to confer right
to the Sikhs to register their marriages under the Anand Marriage Act.

The Section 2 of the Act makes provides validity to the sikh marriages performed by way of anand
as understand as anad karaj. Section 4 provides that no marriage shall be declared invalid on the
ground that it has been performed with any other recognized ceremony among Sikhs. Section 6 has
incorporated the provision for registration of sikh marriage performed as per sikh traditions. For this
the state government has to frame rules and maintain a register of marriage.

Guru Ramdass ji’s Vision of Marriage

The fourth Guru has contributed greatly in developing the Bani on laavan in the form of Anand
Karaj. The word ‘karaj’ is a form of Sanskrit word ‘karya’ which means ceremony and ‘anand’ means
bliss. The entire gamut of laavan is the ultimate culmination with the true guru. The four laavans are
directions for living a married life balancing with spiritual achievement. The performance of laavan in
the presence of Guru Granth Sahib witnesses the physical and the divine union. The merger of the God
and the human being is performed in the congregation all singing sacred hymns. The four laavans are a
step by step movement for achieving the true guru and fulfill the real purpose of life. The four rounds
around the Holy Scripture is a mixture of divinity and blissful experience. The concept of one soul in
two bodies is the embodiment of the Supreme Lord. The four laavans conclude with the recitation of
Anand Sahib, the song of joy and with Ardas blessing the couple. In the process of four laavan, the
bride and bridegroom make promises with each other in their hearts and sing praises of the Lord who
brought them together. The significance of the laavan lies that it removes all sinful thoughts and the
couple embarks on a spiritual journey. The entire process is about giving and receiving love and
merging with the God. The Guru can be achieved by surrendering to him and realize that this was
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destined to happen. The God has arranged the sanjog and this is being witnessed by the true lord. The
Milan between aatma and parmatama is shown through the marriage between the bride and
bridegroom. The composition of the laavans helped the Sikhs to renounce hindu religious ceremonies
and dogmas and formalized simple form of marriage in the presence of Guru Granth Sahib ji.

The beautiful composition of laavan is an act towards happiness for the start of grahisti jeevan. They
depict through marriage the journey towards attaining true guru and endows duties that the couple has
to perform. The Anand Karaj Ceremony has stood the test of time and now it is legally recognized as a
part of the Sikh tradition in the form of Anand Marriage Act, 1909 thus giving sanctity and validity to
the marriages performed with the four laavans. In 2012 a amendment has made to register sikh
marriages under the Anand Marriage Act.

Moreover the Sikh Rehat Maryada, a code of conduct for Sikhs has also recognized Anand Karaj as
a ceremony for the validation of the Sikh Marriage. Chapter XI of the Sikh Rehat Maryada deals with
Ceremonies pertaining to Social Occasions and Article XVIII deals with Anand Sanskar in other
words the Joyful Ceremony. It has given certain conditions for marriage that a Sikh should marry a
Sikh without looking into the caste and the marriage is performed as per anand karaj rites. The child
marriage is a taboo and widow remarriage is permissible. Many of the hindu rituals are prohibited like
matching of horoscopes, installing of vedi, ancestral worship.

This code of conduct has made the marriage simple by legally recognizing the anand karaj
ceremony as propagated by Guru Ramdass ji.

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Theoretical Perspectives Of Human Rights

Introduction

This paper dwells upon the theoretical perspectives of human rights, with a special emphasis
upon the right of access to justice. An attempt has been made to trace the conceptual roots of this
topic, through the traditions presented by noted philosophers, thinkers and Sociologists. Different
propositions relating to human rights have been examined, with a brief exposition of the theories
explaining these propositions, and also highlighting how these theories are used to generate a
discourse in respect of some typical violations of human rights.

All of us hold certain indivisible and inalienable rights, collectively termed as “human rights”,
which ensure justice and equity to everyone, upholding the basic dignity of our lives. On the other
hand, their abuse is a daily occurrence. Torture, custodial deaths, genocide, extra-judicial Killings,
unfair trials and censorship are some stark examples of violations of human rights in today’s world.

In a famous description by the eminent sociologist T.H. Marshall, human rights evolved in
three stages. In the first stage, civil rights, for example, freedom of speech and liberty, emerged. In the
second stage, political rights entered the scene, including the right to be actively involved in the
political processes. In the last and third stage, certain new socio-economic rights came to the forefront,
including housing, education, and social welfare. Claims of many of these rights, and the abuses
thereof, remain firmly located within the authority of the state.

Human Rights in the 20th Century - Global and National Contexts

Just over a year after India gained independence, on 10th of December, 1948, the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR) was adopted and proclaimed by the General Assembly of the
United Nations. In its preamble itself, the Declaration recognized the “equal and inalienable rights of
all members of the human family”. The first 29 Articles of the Declaration spelt a number of such
rights; however, this document does not contain an explicit definition of human rights as such. In
December, 1966, the General Assembly adopted two more International Covenants, dealing with
Economic, Social and Cultural Rights, and Civil and Political Rights respectively. India issued a
Declaration in April, 1979, acceding to these two Covenants, subject to certain provisions of the Indian
Constitution. But it was only in 1993, that the Parliament enacted The Protection of Human Rights
Act, section 2(d) of which defined human rights as the “rights relating to life, liberty, equality and
dignity of the individual guaranteed by the Constitution or embodied in the International Covenants
and enforceable by courts in India”.

Rights of life and liberty
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Taking together all the aforementioned documents, including our own statute, the gamut of
human rights appears to be very vast indeed, ranging from livelihood rights to freedom of thought and
expression, and from right to nationality to right to seek asylum from persecution. However, in
everyday life, the most crucial of these rights are those related to life and liberty, without which no
other right can be enjoyed, and that is where the role of State comes in, through its most visible
instrument of coercion - the police. For example, Weber writes about how policing by the State
operates through ‘legal coercion by violence’. This is, of course, dependent on how legality is
manipulated in terms of social processes that legitimize such coercion. It is the State - through its
police agencies - that can legally deprive a human being of these two most fundamental human rights,
and the undue application of this power brings in the elements of violation of Human Rights by the
police.

Right of Access to Justice - the Indian Scenario

At the dawn of independence, the founding fathers of our nation aimed at the creation of an
egalitarian society, and therefore, the idea of “equality” figured uppermost in their collective
conscience. This concern was reflected in article 14 of Indian Constitution, which lays down that “no
person shall be denied equality before the law, and equal protection of the laws, within the territory of
India”. Needless to say, such an equal treatment is possible, only if the individual citizen is assured of
a free and unhindered right of access to the institutions that are supposed to administer the task of
ensuring equality. Equality before law and equal protection of laws are, therefore, predicated upon
such an access, which is the sine qua non of the delivery of the most basic human rights to a citizen,
including the rights to life and liberty.

On their part, laws are made as an instrument to achieve justice in society. To attain justice is
the goal of the law. So, “equality” before law would essentially require the right of “access to justice”.
Indeed, access to justice has been pronounced to be a fundamental right, within the meaning of right to
life, by a Constitution Bench of the Hon. Supreme Court of India in a landmark judgment (Anita
Kushwaha vs Pushap Sudan, 2016).

It is the arena of criminal law administration, where huge challenges are faced by an individual
in securing justice for herself, in a fair, speedy and affordable manner. It is the Criminal Justice
System (CJS) - police, prosecution, judiciary, and correctional institutions - which is mandated to
deliver justice to the individual, by way of prompt registration of her complaint, followed by fair and
quick investigation, a speedy trial, and a certainty of punishment to those found guilty. The efficacy of
this delivery of justice would obviously depend upon the degree of approachability of any or all of the
constituents of CJS. For several valid reasons, e.g., shortage of resources, gaps in capacity-building,
different organizational priorities etc, the CJS constituents may not be easily approachable, when a
common citizen needs them the most. At the same time, there are likely to be attitudinal problems also
on the part of some elements of the CJS, depriving the citizens from a prompt response.

Theoretical underpinnings of human rights over the millennia
The discourses on human rights may be of relatively recent origin, but the ideas underpinning their
present dimensions can be attributed to the development of mankind over several millennia. Right
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from the days of Antiquity, one can observe the development of ideas signifying fairness and equality
in the access to justice, the roots of all kinds of human rights debated even in the 21st century. In fact,
the earliest notion that “justice ought to be fair and impartial” can be traced to the Code of
Hammurabi, the Babylonian king (1795-1750 BC). There are many more examples of such kings,
writers and philosophers, whose pronouncements, writings and thoughts reveal similar trends, which
collectively gave shape to the modern exposition of human rights.

In Pillar Edict IV of the great king Asoka, he says, “It is my desire that there should be impartiality in
law and impartiality in sentencing” (translation by D.C.Sircar). The tenet of equality before law clearly
flows out of this Edict.

The basic idea of “individual’s right to resist state oppression” can be gleaned from the play
ANTIGONE, composed by Sophocles, the noted Greek tragedian, around 441 BC, which is titled
after its protagonist. Antigone defied the authority of the Theban ruler Creon, to give a decent burial to
the dead body of her brother who was killed in battle and his corpse left in the battlefield as prey for
carrion animals.

Dignity, considered a genuinely modern human right, is reflected in Plato’s postulate of

Universality in the context of standards of ethics, which essentially imply a fair and just treatment to
all persons. Thus, people are to be treated as ends in themselves, and not as objects.
Aristotle is considered as the "founder of a distinct natural law tradition”, which lays down that a
higher benchmark of justice or morality is provided by nature itself, and the same ought to be reflected
and imitated in the laws formulated by human society. In this discourse, “naturality” of human rights is
given precedence over their “positivity”.

Thomas Aquinas (1225-1274), in his Summa Theologica, developed this view more fully, in
which he brought in the elements of Christian faith also. Thus, human dignity and values were
considered as having been granted by “natural law”. From this perspective, human behaviors were
considered either “naturally right”, or “naturally wrong”, because “God ordained” them to be so.

In 1215, Magna Carta (Latin for The Great Charter) was signed by King John of England, which
can be considered as a watershed in the theories of human rights. This document established the
concept of “rule of law”, underlining the idea that all citizens, whether in power or otherwise, “should
be fairly and equally ruled by law”. Further, Magna Carta generated certain traditions which are taken
for granted at present, such as, placing limitations on government power, respecting the provisions of
established law, protecting human rights, and providing access to justice. The true significance of
Magna Carta lies in the impact it had on the formulation of later documents across the world, including
the constitutions of many nation-states. Indeed, on December 10, 1948, on the occasion of adoption of
the UDHR, the Chairperson of the Drafting Committee, Eleanor Roosevelt declared, “this Universal
Declaration of Human Rights may well become the international Magna Carta of all men
everywhere...”

It is in the last four centuries that the theories of human rights have been propounded by a large
number of thinkers, some validating each other, and some taking contrarian views, even though they
might agree with the underlying significance of human rights for mankind.

In 1651, Thomas Hobbes published his Leviathan, indicating that human beings had an inherent
right to be provided security by the State, in lieu of their duty to obey the king, who was granted the
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right to rule. Indeed, the legitimation of the State itself is dependent on the degree of its capability to
ensure that its citizens are secure. This is the concept underlying the theory of “Social Contract”.

John Locke was the first thinker to put forward the suggestion that there are three-fold natural
rights, namely, life, liberty and property, which are shared by all humans, and are inalienable.
Considered the father of modern liberalism, Locke takes the view that these rights are equally shared
by all human beings, and they cannot be taken away by any political power or authority. In fact, the
preamble to the UDHR is based upon Locke’s theory, that universal human rights are based upon the
inherent dignity of mankind. In his Second Treatise of Government (1690), Locke limits the role of the
State, only to the occasional arbitration in any disputes that might arise between two citizens.

Immanuel Kant is credited with formulating the framework for the understanding of human
rights as principles of ethical practice. For him, the essence of these rights is individual freedom,
which stands in direct contrast to “authoritarian paternalism” and “utilitarian arbitrariness”, and the
rights themselves are inalienable, sacred and inherent. In Kant’s view, human rights were not merely
the civil rights accorded by the state, but they also consisted of international rights and cosmopolitan
rights.

The ideas developed in the French Revolution were countered by the thinkers in the UK, notably
Jeremy Bentham (1748-1832), in his Theory of Legislation, which put forward the idea of
utilitarianism, according to which morality and legislation should be organized so as to provide the
greatest happiness for the largest number of people. This perspective does not look at human rights as
some “abstract pre-social phenomena rooted in natural law”; rather, they are deemed to be the
outcomes of decisions made by human beings, which themselves are the products of considered
appraisals of the different kinds of advantages or disadvantages that might follow a prescribed course
of action. Going against the theories of his predecessors, Bentham considered human rights as being
conceived out of “necessity”’, and not out of “rationality”, not to speak of “naturality”.

Another British thinker Edmund Burke, considered the father of modern conservatism, also
took a critical view of the French Revolution. Burke wrote a long pamphlet, outlining the numerous
failures of the revolution. In this pamphlet, Burke advocated a gradual nature of change, and the idea
of “inherited rights”, as against violent revolutions and theoretical “natural rights.” He put forward an
argument that rights are handed down from one generation to another, and cannot be said as existing
inherently within individuals. Burke placed a great emphasis upon the idea of traditions within a
society, arguing that endurance of a custom over a period of time proves its validity.

In his Rights of Man in 1791-92, in the aftermath of the French Revolution, Thomas Paine
explored the idea that a government, that claims to function on the basis of true justice, should support
not only the natural rights of mankind, such as, life and liberty, freedom of conscience, free speech
etc., but also its civil rights, relevant to its protection and security. Accordingly, Paine outlined several
ambitious plans covering relief to the poor, spread of education, pensions for the elderly people, child
benefits, and many more. These plans were certainly futuristic in nature, and indeed, decades ahead of
their time. The biggest contribution of Paine, therefore, may be underscored as his tireless efforts made
towards ensuring the union of theory and practice of human rights.

Apart from Bentham and Burke, the traditional theories of human rights were assailed by Karl
Marx as well. While disagreeing with the exposition of “pre-social” or “natural” rights, he placed the
political and socio-economic nature of these rights at the forefront, maintaining that they can be truly
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delivered, only after the completion of the process of class struggle during the course of history. In his
view, rights of equality, liberty, security and property, as contained in the framework of the French
Revolution, addressed private individuals, rather than humanity as a whole. These rights were
considered by Marx to be primarily meant for the bourgeois instead of the citizens.

The twentieth century witnessed the world being plunged into the two world wars, the course
of which led to large-scale and unprecedented violations of human rights. During this period, the most
significant social philosopher this researcher came across was Hannah Arendt. She pointed out that the
basic human rights relied upon the presence of political communities, which should be strong and
capable enough of delivering these rights. For her, one’s right to citizenship is, essentially, his or her
right to be recognized as a human being. Equality of human beings is neither inherent in the society
nor can it be taken for granted. In Arendt’s view, such an equality can be achieved, only through the
instrumentality of a just and fair human organization.

Perspectives of Human Rights Theories
It goes without saying that the aforementioned thinkers and philosophers were not writing about
human rights per se, when they propounded their theories which have illuminated the thinking of
mankind about a given human rights issue. However, their approaches can be synthesized to develop
certain specific theories applicable to human rights, depending upon the propositions which are made
the starting point of each such theory. In the following paragraphs, five such propositions, leading to
five different theoretical perspectives, have been discussed.

Theories of Human Nature
The first such basic proposition could be that it is an individual human being only, who commits
violation of a human right of another individual. For seeking an answer to the question, “what is it that
leads a person to commit violation of human rights of a fellow human being”, one needs to examine
the theories of human nature. Thus, the Essentialists argue that such a behaviour is innate to human
nature; for example, Thomas Hobbes associated a savage attitude inherent within the pre-social human
being. This Hobbesian approach has been developed into the stream of study termed as Sociobiology.
Such an Essentialism has generated debates on apartheid (Van der Berghe), genocide (Lorenz) and
torture (Zimbardo).

On the other hand, the Constructivists argue that the characteristics of human beings are
learned, shaped and constructed by their environmental conditions and ecosystems. Behaviourism is
another psychological school, which assumes that different kinds of actions on the part of individuals
do not take place on account of some inherent characteristics of the natures of these individuals.
Rather, these actions can be attributed to external stimuli. For example, an individual modifies his
behaviour when he learns whether the same is likely to result in a punishment, or conversely, in a
reward. Adopting such a modified behaviour, the individual goes on to make rational choices, which
result in maximising his happiness.

Theories of Society

If the proposition is changed to understand the human rights violations in their social
context, and if one interrogates the societal conditions in which such violations take place, the
theoretical traditions of Sociology will have to be taken recourse to. There can be two approaches; one,
that it is consensus which drives a society, and the other, that a society is driven.
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The consensus approach assumes that societies are stable, and inequalities therein, reflected
in lop-sided power relations, are primarily not addressed. One variation of this approach could arise
from the theory of Functionalism, conceiving the operation of a society as a system of interlinked
component parts. In the situation of social equilibrium, each part fulfills its distinct function, but when
the internal dynamics goes wrong, social order can break down. Dadrian has conducted a functionalist
analysis of genocide.

The other variation of consensus approach arises from the theory of Structuralism, which
locates the latent meanings which give birth to cultural practices. While observing a specific social
ritual, its explanation is sought by a Structuralist in the context of hidden meanings which are deeply
rooted in that culture. Dumont has conducted an investigation of the caste system in terms relative to
apartheid, using structuralist analysis.

The conflict theories start with the presumption that societies are theatres of contestations.
There are three broad conflict perspectives, namely, Marxism, Weberian Conflict Theory, and
Feminism.

Marxism emphasizes the fundamental distinction between those who have an access to the
means of production, and those who do not have such an access. This theory has been used by
Cromwell-Cox, Croix, Genovese, and Ste, to explain apartheid and slavery, and by Satre to debate
genocide.

In the Weberian Conflict Theory, unlike Marx, stratification is argued to be operating in
accordance with three distant hierarchical levels, namely party, status, and class. This theory focuses
both on economic as well as non-economic conflicts. Accordingly, this theory has been used to
understand genocide by Kuper, slavery by Patterson and caste / apartheid by Warner. The feminist
theory argues that factors of patriarchy and male domination are responsible for violations of human
rights, for example, in the circulation of pornography.

Theories of Ethics

Needless to say, violations of human rights attract all-round condemnation by members of
civil societies all over the world. The question arises, what makes these violations so wrong, and
whether they can ever be justified. Theories of ethics may be considered to find the answers to these
questions.

First set of such theories is associated with Moralism, represented by the works of thinkers
such as Kant. This theory stresses that it is the act itself, in which its own value resides. By contrast,
the second set arises from consequentialism or causalism, which focuses on the consequences of an
act, and not on the act itself. To an extent, this second approach also draws upon utilitarianism, in as
much as the desired objective remains to be the “greatest good” for the “greatest number”.

Theories of Politics

In the introductory paragraph of this paper, it was asserted that violations of human rights
usually arise out of the direct or indirect involvement of the State itself. In this situation, recourse may
be taken to the theories of politics at two levels; that of a nation-state, or that of international relations.

There can be several shades of such theories, including Realism, Liberalism,and Marxix
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Following the Hobbesian assumption of humankind being an innately violent species, realism
conceptualises a strong state which strives to ensure the security of its citizens. Thus, Vander Haag
offers a realist defence of the death penalty.

Drawing on the ontology of John Locke, and following the positions taken by classical
economists, for example, David Ricardo, Adam Smith and John Stuart Mill, liberalism expounds
the idea of a minimalist State, that acts only to ensure a level-playing field, and thereby adjudicate on
economic transactions, and does not unduly interfere in private citizens’ lives. Adopting the theory of
liberalism, Karl Popper has strongly argued about the requirement to defend individual freedom
against the possible tyrannical attitude of the State.

State is seen as a mere functionary through the lens of Marxism, which goes on to serve
merely the market interests. The economic system is perceived as holding the biggest slice of power,
trampling the rights of the proletariat.

Theories of Modernity

Finally, human rights violations are found to occur with impunity despite the progress made
by human civilisation. It begs the question, whether this progress is a mere myth. That is where the
theories of modernity come in.

Many of the liberal accounts consider modernity and progress as two sides of the same coin.
Further, their presumption is that human actors are continually indulging in decision-making on the
basis of rationality alone. Thus, using the rational choice theory, Fogel and Engerman have studied
slavery as a social relationship.

Weber linked the issue of rationality with the scope of activities of the State, equating
modernity with instrumental and bureaucratic rationality. The State thus emerges as the centralized
actor of violence.

The phenomenon of domination is inherent in a typical violation of human rights, and the
Critical Theory, devised by the Frankfurt School, seeks to step beyond the narrow confines of the
system, so as to locate one’s coordinates within it. As against Weber’s rationality, Habermas, a critical
theorist, recognises emancipation from domination as an alternative rationality, and identifies the
grammar of human rights within this alternative.

During the 1970s, Foucault commented upon torture and death penalty, developing these
violations of human rights within the framework of the contentious theory of post-structuralism. The
search by critical theorists is aimed to decode the latent rationalities which might emancipate us from
repression; however, post-structuralists try to locate such techniques of subtle character, which play a
significant role in operating the systems of power.

Conclusion

Discussions on human rights have to move beyond the confines of strict legalism and
prescriptive moralism; rather, they should conceive human rights as “social constructions”. For that, it
is essential to talk of a theory (or theories) of human rights, not only to answer the question “what are
our rights”, but also the corresponding ones, “why do we have rights” and “where do our rights come
from”. The different theories of human rights seek to ground these debates in the realization that the
meanings associated with the term human rights are indeed diverse; and thus this term becomes its
own contested terrain!
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Household Waste Management At The Grassroots : A Study Of
Rural Woman’s Perceptions And Practices

Abstract

Household waste generation and management have become critical challenges for environmental
protection. The increase in both biodegradable waste, such as food scraps, and non-biodegradable
waste, including plastics, metals, and e-waste, is evident at the municipal and Gram Panchayat levels.
Improper waste management has exacerbated various environmental and health issues. Despite the
introduction of numerous environmental measures, enforcement remains weak, highlighting the
magnitude of the problem. Local authorities in urban areas have implemented initiatives such as waste
collection vehicles to gather waste directly from households, curbing indiscriminate dumping. This
approach has extended beyond cities to rural areas, promoting better waste management practices in
villages. This research examines household waste management in rural contexts, analyzing its various
aspects through percentage-based findings to provide insights into the effectiveness and challenges of
current practices.

Keywords: Gram Panchayat, Household Waste, Solid Waste, Swachh Bharat Mission, Waste
Collection and Waste Management.

Introduction

Articles 48A and 51A (g) inserted by the 42nd Amendment to the Constitution of India clarify the role
of individuals and governments in environmental protection. These provisions make environmental
protection a duty of all citizens. Also, it has elucidated the important role played by rural local bodies
in environmental protection. The 11th Schedule was added to the Constitution through the 73rd
Constitution Amendment Act enacted in 1992. According to this, the rural local bodies should
maintain the cleanliness and hygiene of the villages.

The Swachh Bharat Mission was launched on October 2, 2014 with the objective of achieving 100%
scientific solid waste management capacity by October 2, 2019. Even though several laws, schemes
and programs have been implemented in India for environmental protection, it faces many hurdles in
adequately and effectively dealing with the challenges posed by the modern world. Consequently, in
the 2024 Environmental Performance Index (EPI), India has been ranked 176th out of 180 countries
with a score of 27.6. This suggests that India lags significantly behind in environmental protection and
sustainable development.

Achieving the vision of a healthier environment and safeguarding it for future generations remain
a significant challenge. Despite advancements in scientific waste management technologies, household
solid waste is still not being managed effectively. Consequently, untreated solid waste from
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households is often disposed of in large open areas, leading to reduced soil fertility and contamination
of groundwater. Similarly, the decomposition of solid waste also releases greenhouse gases like
methane into the environment, making the air toxic. This has an adverse effect on people's health. In
India, a significant issue related to waste management is the failure to segregate household waste into
wet and dry categories before disposal. This lack of separation hinders effective collection and
treatment of waste.

Institutions responsible for waste treatment have not prospered in activities such as efficient
recycling/composting of waste. Although efforts have been made to make people aware of this through
visual and social media, the expected success has not been achieved.

Compared to urban areas, even though the amount of household waste generated in rural areas is
less, the problem of household waste continues to plague rural areas. To address this issue, the
Government of Karnataka initiated a door-to-door waste collection system in 2014. This initiative
placed greater responsibility on Gram Panchayats, tasking them with establishing essential
infrastructure such as waste collection vehicles Known as Swach Vahini, designated waste collection
points, systems for waste segregation, trained personnel, and efficient waste disposal mechanisms at
the local level.

Some Gram Panchayats have entered into an agreement with voluntary organizations for
household waste management through a Memorandum of Understanding (UoM) and have taken steps
to actively participate in issues such as training of Pourakarmikas, scientific collection of waste, etc.

The household waste challenge in rural areas differs from that in urban regions. While the
volume of waste generated in rural households is relatively low, the impact of improper waste
management is comparable. Issues such as inadequate collection, disposal, and treatment are just as
pressing in rural areas as they are in urban settings. Additionally, a lack of awareness about the
harmful effects of improper waste disposal has compounded the problem. Although initiatives like the
Swachh Bharat Mission aim to raise awareness, the effectiveness of these programs must be improved
through education, appropriate infrastructure, and sustainable practices designed to meet the unique
needs of rural communities.

In this background, the researcher has made an effort to review the available literature sources.
Agarwal et al. (2015) noted that numerous initiatives aimed at improving human welfare have been
implemented to address household waste issues. The authors emphasized that separating household
waste at its source and adopting recycling practices for reusable materials are critical priorities. They
also highlighted the need for scientific and judicious management of designated areas for collecting
and storing solid or household waste.

The growing population and rising per capita income have emerged as significant contributors
to increased waste generation. Consequently, household waste volumes continue to rise, accompanied
by a more diverse composition. Historically, waste was predominantly organic, making it easier to
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dispose of in low-lying areas without harming the environment. However, the proportion of organic
waste has drastically decreased, while the inorganic fraction has grown significantly. Additionally,
waste generated by industries, hospitals, construction sites, and households poses severe threats to the
environment and public health (Gour and Singh, 2023).

Spandana and Rani (2020) underscored the critical role of women in managing household
waste. Women have traditionally been primary agents in preserving the environment and have played
a central role in managing household-generated waste. In villages, traditional waste disposal methods
were inherently eco-friendly and contributed to sustainable environmental practices.

Sugante et al. (2023) found in their research that over half of households dispose of waste
through open dumping or burning. Only 12.8% of households practice waste segregation and 18.8%
engage in recycling plastic bags.

Kuruba and Parvathi (2023) stressed the importance of involving all community members in
household waste management strategies to enhance segregation and disposal practices. Active
community participation in household waste management significantly bolsters the capacity of local
self-governments. Effective strategies should include awareness campaigns to promote sustainable
waste management practices and foster community engagement.

Research Methodology
Scope of the study

Rural areas are plagued by different types of environmental problems due to common practices like
dumping of waste in open spaces, burning of waste, etc. With traditional practices and limited
infrastructure, the role of women, in household waste management in rural areas, is paramount. Like
urban areas, degradable and non-biodegradable wastes like kitchen waste, agricultural waste, plastics
are generated in rural areas. Such wastes are disposed of without proper management which leads to
water pollution, air pollution and many health related problems. In household waste management,
women are involved in most of the household activities and adequately perform the responsibilities
like waste sorting, recycling and disposal. By putting the degradable waste/materials at the base of the
plants in their backyard which turns into compost. No environmental related problems arise from this
kind of traditional practices. However, due to lack of proper education, lack of information and
inadequate infrastructure, household wastes have not been scientifically managed at rural houses. In
this context, this research was undertaken with the objective of describing the awareness level of
women regarding waste management.

Specific objectives of the study

To assess the level of awareness among rural women about household waste management.
) To examine the perceptions of rural women regarding the impacts of plastic usage.
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Area of the study

The researcher selected Nidpalli Gram Panchayat of Puttur taluk, Dakshina Kannada district of
Karnataka and Yenmakaje Gram Panchayat of Kasaragod district of Kerala as the study area. Data
were gathered through interviews with women from 51 families in Nidpalli Gram Panchayat and 50
families in Yenmakaje Gram Panchayat, totaling 101 participants. The study adopted the Simple
Random Sampling Method. To address the study's objectives, Descriptive Research Design has been
adopted by the researcher.

The interview schedule consists of two parts.

Part — I: Contains general details of interviewees. For example name, age, qualification, own
location etc.

Part - II: The section comprises 19 statements: 15 related to the awareness of household waste
management and 4 addressing the impacts of plastic usage. Data collection took place during October
and December 2024, with the researcher conducting interviews with women, each lasting 20 to 30
minutes.

Ethical Consideration

During data collection, respondents were informed about the aims and objectives of the study, and
their consent was obtained. Participation was entirely voluntary, with no coercion or influence exerted
to gather information. The confidentiality of the data collected was maintained and used solely for
educational and research purposes. At no stage of the research were the human rights of the
participants violated.

Limitation of the Study

Each study has its own limitations. The present study has some limitations. Data have been collected
from only 101 women. Interpretation of the collected data is applicable only to the women of the
research area.

Results and Discussion

Age: Forty-one women (40.59%) fall within the age group of 15-30 years, 36 women (35.64%) were
between 31-45 years, 19 women (18.81%) were aged 46-60 years, and 5 women (4.95%) were 61
years or older.

Caste: Seven women (6.93%) belong to the Scheduled Caste, 45 women (44.55%) belong to the
Scheduled Tribe, 34 women (33.66%) were from Other Backward Communities (OBCs), and 15
women (14.85%) belong to the minority community.
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Family Size: Eighty-five women (84.15%) have families with 1-5 members, while 16 women
(15.84%) belong to families with 5 or more members.

Employment: Among the 101 women, 56 (55.44%) were agricultural workers, 11 (10.89%) were self-
employed, 9 (8.91%) had government jobs, and 25 (24.75%) were housewives.

Educational Qualification: Out of the 101 women, 71 (70.29%) have completed their education up to
Pre-University Course (PUC) or no formal education, 28 women (27.72%) were graduates, and 2
women (1.98%) have completed their degree.

Launched in 2014, the Swachh Bharat Mission has brought significant changes in household
waste management, especially in rural areas. While its primary aim is to eliminate open defecation, the
program has also contributed meaningfully to waste management practices. Rural households now
benefit from waste collection vehicles, known as Swachh Vahani, which collect waste directly from
homes. This initiative has been widely appreciated by women in rural areas. Under this program,
Yenmakaje Gram Panchayat provides households with separate plastic bins, whereas Nidpalli Gram
Panchayat supplies large plastic bags. However, many women prefer using their own containers, such
as store-bought plastic hand bags, as the provided bins and bags often have a limited lifespan.

The use of plastic bags for waste disposal has become a widespread challenge in rural areas,
complicating the waste management process. Proper segregation of waste into wet and dry categories
is crucial for scientific disposal and reducing waste volume. Pourakarmikas (civic workers) have made
commendable efforts to encourage segregation by using loudspeakers on collection vehicles to play
awareness songs and offering guidance to household members during waste collection. Despite initial
success, most residents have reverted to mixing wet and dry waste. Only 86.36% (19) of women
consistently segregate household waste (Table 03), while 78.21% (79) dispose of mixed waste (Table
02), demonstrating a lack of awareness and education on the importance of segregation. Among those
who do not segregate, 9 (11.39%) attribute it to disinterest, and 70 (88.60%) cite feelings of discomfort
and filthiness associated with the task (Table 04).

Unlike earlier practices of disposing of waste in roadside bins, the program mandates door-
to-door collection by Gram Panchayats and municipal councils. For instance, pourakarmikas collect
waste daily in Yenmakaje and on alternate days in Nidpalli. However, the absence of a fixed collection
schedule often results in waste piling up at homes, adversely affecting the household environment and
health.

Although 100% (101) of surveyed women, reflecting strong overall support, believe the
waste disposal system is adequate, with 91 (90.09%) favoring doorstep collections (Table 13), 97
(96.03%) were unaware of how and where the waste is stored or disposed of by local authorities
(Table 09). This lack of knowledge undermines effective waste management, as thousands of tons of
waste accumulate at remote, poorly equipped disposal sites. These locations, often avoided by nearby
residents, release harmful gases as waste decomposes, posing health risks. Without awareness of these
challenges and the hardships faced by pourakarmikas, the mission's objectives remain difficult to
achieve.
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Women recognize the health risks of improper waste management, with 100 (99%)
acknowledging its potential harm (Table 14). They also understand the environmental benefits of
proper waste management, including using organic waste as fertilizer 82 (82%), reducing pollution 10
(10%), and maintaining cleanliness around homes 8 (8%) (Table 15). Nevertheless, plastic remains a
major environmental concern. Despite its detrimental impact, plastic use persists, with 86.13% (87) of
women using plastic bags for daily needs (Table 16) and 90.80% (79) employing them for waste
storage (Table 17). Only 14 (13.86%) use cloth bags (Table 16), while 2 (2.29%) resort to burning
plastic bags. Gram Panchayats collect fees ranging from [J0 to [1100 for waste collection services
(Table 19).

Conclusion

Although the government has implemented numerous policies and awareness campaigns,
environmental pollution continues to persist. Protecting the environment is not solely the government's
responsibility; it requires active involvement from all sections of society. Waste management practices
should be ingrained from an early age, starting in schools, particularly in rural areas. Women’s Self-
Help Groups (SHGs) and community members should collaborate to improve waste management.
Given the interplay of rural culture, traditional practices, and social factors, there is a pressing need for
comprehensive studies on household waste management in these contexts.
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Impact of Emotional Intelligence And Social Support on Organizational

Citizenship Behavior

Abstract

Purpose: Emotional intelligence and social support have a positive impact on job performance and
interpersonal interactions, influencing people's work outcomes. They're also linked to different aspects
of emotional intelligence and how well people make decisions on their own. As a result, emotional
performance can help in performing better. Social support has been shown to be a background to
organization citizenship behaviour because it motivates employees to go beyond their formal work
requirements, and social support has been shown to be a background to OCB because it not only
motivates employees to go beyond their formal work requirements, but it may also influence employee
tendencies to conduct organization citizenship behaviour. However, some research suggests that
organization citizenship behaviour are sometimes caused by organizational or supervisory
expectations, rather than prosocial aims, which have been linked to negative emotional reactions such
stress, burnout, and decreased job satisfaction. Thus, the present research has assed the impact of
emotional intelligence and social support on organization citizenship behaviour in the higher education
teachers

Methodology: The study looked at the level of organisational citizenship behaviour, emotional
intelligence, and social support among university teachers of District Solan, H.P., as well as the
interactions between them. For sampling, Convenience Sampling method has been adopted. Survey
methodology has been used to collect data. The measuring instrument used is a quantitative
questionnaire. For analysing the data, SPSS 23.0 has been used as the statistical software. For
inferential analysis, bivariate correlation and linear regression has been conducted

Findings: It has been concluded that the present research state that social support has no significant
impact on Organizational Citizenship Behavior while Emotional Intelligence has a huge impact. The
findings of this study also show that there are strong links between organisational behaviour, and
emotional intelligence, that can help organisations improve the quality of their learning outcomes,
effectiveness and teaching efficiency, workplace satisfaction, resilience, and institutional performance.

Introduction

Many studies have looked into the history, impact, and connections between the OCB and emotional
intelligence (EI), as well as commercial and industrial support, but not educational support. This study
looked at the levels and correlations of OCB and EI, as well as social support, in order to add to the
OCB and El literature (Serrat, 2017). The development of devoted and emotionally resilient teachers is
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critical in ensuring university efficiency and improvement. Qualities and actions that contribute to
organisational citizenship behaviour must be recognised and fostered in order to create a culture of
willingness and involvement in an educational institution (OCBSs).

OBC refers to non-role employee actions that are commonly defined as "discretionary, non-direct, or
explicitly accepted individual activity of the formal system of awards that, as a whole, enhances the
efficient and effective functioning of the organisation." Providing extra help to slow pupils outside of
university hours and preparing programmes without extra salary are two examples of teachers'
organisational citizenship (Pickford & Joy, 2016). However, one recurring element is that OCBs
essentially go beyond the official definition of the employees' work, including acts such as assisting
others, taking on additional responsibilities, and advocating initiatives.

In this work, we focus on two variables — social support and emotions — that have been connected to
several indices of employee and teacher performance, functioning, and well-being. We recommend
that the impact of teachers on OCB be investigated, as well as how the OCB is adjusted and potential
cyclical impacts (Turnipseed, 2017). Social support has been shown to be a background to OCB
because it motivates employees to go beyond their formal work requirements, and social support has
been shown to be a background to OCB because it not only motivates employees to go beyond their
formal work requirements, but it may also influence employee tendencies to conduct OCBs (Putra et
al., 2023).

RESEARCH QUESTIONS

This study tried to asses the impact of El and social support on OCB in the higher education teachers
in the Solan district of Himachal Pradesh, India.

Review of Literature

ORGANIZATIONAL CITIZENSHIP BEHAVIOUR

Beyond duties and gestures that are not recognised formally by the formal incentive structure but are
regarded necessary for boosting organisational efficiency, OCBs are discretionary (Organ, 2018;
Somech & Oplatka, 2015). These behaviours, when observed and valued in their context, help to
maintain and strengthen the social and psychological contexts that enable organisational success
(Pickford & Joy, 2016). They aid in the development of social capital, the improvement of efficiency,
the increase of production, and the general success of the organisation (Mallick et al. 2014; Wei,
2014).

OCB comes in a variety of sizes and categories. Altruism, which involves co-worker compliance,
generalised compliance, which consists of a more impersonal conscience, and kindness, which
includes gestures that avert worker troubles, are examples of these. These OCB categories can help
your company become more productive by lowering monitoring, formation, and crisis management
costs (Pickford & Joy, 2016). Sporting activities are an example of OCB, which refers to the
willingness to tolerate little discomfort without protest. This allows organisations to achieve
effectiveness and efficiency by focusing on more important job operations. Finally, civic virtues are
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civic qualities that entail constructive participation in governance issues. This assists organisations in
reducing costs by generating cost-effective ideas.

SOCIAL SUPPORT AND ORGANIZATIONAL CITIZENSHIP BEHAVIOUR

Again, supportive working relationships have been connected to positive work-related outcomes such
as teacher satisfaction, well-being, development, and performance.

Such relationships are typically examined by supervisors and colleagues who are familiar with the
teachers' jobs, are present in their working environment, and frequently share their tasks,
responsibilities, and job issues.

Supervisor support has been linked to increased job satisfaction, affective commitments, performance,
and lower cynism and sales. College/University directors are regarded as the "heart” of the institution,
and their supporting leadership is regarded as a vital mechanism in the development and progress of a
healthy institution. The aid supplied by colleagues was also critical to the college's success.

EMOTION AND ORGANIZATIONAL CITIZENSHIP BEHAVIOR

Employees' emotions are heavily influenced by their work experiences, which has a number of
implications for their behaviour and well-being (Ashkanasy & Daus, 2020).

Better health and work performance, as well as less withdrawing behaviours and plans for turnover,
were all linked to pleasant sentiments over time. Chronic unpleasant emotion experiences, on the other
hand, have been connected to health problems, emotional exhaustion, and poor work performance
(Mohamad & Jais, 2016).

Teachers, in particular, had the impression that their work benefited others, which boosted their
positive interactions with others. OCBs have also been linked to positive feelings in studies. They have
demonstrated that OCBs are likely to have future beneficial consequences from voluntary activity that
benefits others, as well as emotions of fulfilment and meaning (Halder & Chatterjee, 2024).

TEACHER OCB

Teaching is a service profession in which the professor's work is largely self-contained. Teachers can
choose how they manage their students' work in a variety of ways, including class design, course
order, and classroom management. The more self-employed people there are in their jobs, the more
research has been done, and the more OCB has been identified (Gong et al. 2019).

The employee's psychological state is affected by autonomy, which enhances accountability for his
work achievements and satisfaction.
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However, the autonomy of instructors in many of their activities may make it difficult to distinguish
between what is known as OCB. Practice is a contractual agreement to teach a set of goals to a group
of students throughout the course of a university day for a set number of days in a university year.

Emotional empathy could be the key to creating a culture that promotes children's success. Emotional
intelligence has a positive relationship with actions directed at both individuals and organisations.
Teachers and directors with a strong IT background are more likely to be involved with OCB.
Students' performance will improve when professors participate in OCBs and directors are efficient
(Bogler & Somech, 2023).

Even if corporate citizenship is supposed to be done without remuneration or compensation, studies
have shown that management and leadership take OCB into account when evaluating personnel.
Because the benefits of this type of behaviour make a worker an asset to the organisation, the leader
considers it when evaluating the overall performance of the 12 employees. At the expense of the bare
criteria, the leader extracts more from his team than is required (Curci et al. 2014).

IMPACT OF EI AND SOCIAL SUPPORT ON TEACHER’S OCB

Emotional intelligence and social support have a positive impact on job performance and interpersonal
interactions, influencing people's work outcomes. They're also linked to different aspects of emotional
intelligence and how well people make decisions on their own (Chen & Guo, 2020). As a result,
emotional performance can help in performing better. A growing body of research supports the
positive emotional incentives for prosocial behaviour (in various aspects of life). Volunteering, aid,
and charitable behaviour, as well as happy feelings and wellbeing, have all been linked in studies. As
an example. Teachers, in particular, had the impression that their work benefited others, which boosted
their positive interactions with others. OCBs have also been related to positive emotions, and studies
have shown that engaging in OCBs is likely to have a positive impact on others' willingness to
contribute and give them a sense of completion and meaning (Fernandez-Abascal et al. 2019).
However, some research suggests that OCBs are sometimes caused by organisational or supervisory
expectations, rather than prosocial aims, which have been linked to negative emotional reactions such
stress, burnout, and decreased job satisfaction.

Furthermore, supervisory support and co-worker support have been recommended as OCB variables,
enhancing the incentive of employees to go beyond their formal job responsibilities and contribute and
increase their resources to specific organisations and organisations. Extra-level performance was
strongly linked to supervisory support, and promoting leadership was one of OCB's primary predictors
in a large field review (Gong et al. 2019). Furthermore, strong partner leadership styles, such as ethical
and service leadership, have been established as a predictor of smooth internal working and social
capital ties. The same tactics have been linked to a number of successful outcomes, most notably
OCB. Employees at OCB have also been related to colleague support and trust.

Identified Gap

Many researches in past have analysed the impact of EI on OCB. Further, very less researches have
been conducted on assessment of social support impact on OCB. Further, no research was found to
assess the impact of combination of EI and social support on OCB. Finally, the present research is
unique in nature as none of the researches previously conducted have been based on studying the
impact of emotional intelligence on the performance of teachers in the higher educational institutions
in Himachal Pradesh. Thus, all the above-mentioned gaps will be bridged in the present research.

Research Methodology

The population used in the present research are the teachers working in private colleges in Solan,
Himachal Pradesh, India. Solan is a district in Himachal Pradesh which has an amalgamation of urban
and semi-urban colleges. This area thus caters to diverse educational needs in the state. Teachers in
this region often face challenges related to infrastructure, student diversity, and resource constraints,
making emotional intelligence and social support crucial for their performance and well-being. Thus,
Solan has been considered to be the geographical area under research in the present study.

For sampling, non-probability sampling has been used wherein Convenience Sampling method has
been adopted. Survey methodology has been used to collect data. The measuring instrument used is a
quantitative questionnaire. The EI scale use in the present research is based on Zung Self-Rating
Anxiety Scale (Schutte et al., 1998). Further, the social support scale used has been derived from the
study conducted by (Sarason et al., 1983).

The administration of the questionnaire was done through admin department of the colleges. After
taking permission from the Deans of the universities, the questionnaires were then emailed through
Google forms. A total of 150 teachers were mailed the questionnaire links. Out of these, 93 teachers
reverted.

For analysing the data, SPSS 23.0 has been used as the statistical software. For inferential analysis,
bivariate correlation and linear regression has been conducted.

As a matter of fact, if there is no relation between dependent and independent variables, variables,
there is no point of assessing the impact of independent variables on dependent variable. Thus, in the
present research, before assessing the impact of El (independent variable) and social support
independent variable) on OCB (dependent variable), it is imperative to assess if any relation exists
between the three variables. For assessing this, the present research has conducted bivariate
correlation.

It can be inferred from Table 1 above that both social support and EI are statistically significant with
significance value of .000 (<0.05).

The more the value of Pearson correlation is close to 1 or -1, the stronger is relationship and the more
it is close to O, the weaker the relation is. It can be inferred from Table 1 that both social support and
El hold moderate relations with OCB with Pearson correlation value of 0.616 and 0.706 respectively.
It can be observed that the relation of EI with OCB is stronger in comparison to social support.

Since both independent variables are statistically significant, thus, both will be considered in the linear
regression model.

It can be inferred from Table 3 that F value is very small (45.122) which shows that the collected
primary data fits the alternate hypothesis. Also, the significance value is 0.000 (<0.05) thereby making
the regression model statistically significant.
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Thus, null hypothesis can be rejected and it can be stated that there is a significant impact of EI and
social support on OCB of teachers teaches in different colleges in Solan, India.

Teachers with high EI exhibit behaviors that positively influence their workplace by being better
equipped to handle student needs, adapt to institutional challenges, and maintain positive relationships
with colleagues. High EIl fosters a collaborative atmosphere, where teachers willingly contribute to
activities beyond their formal roles thus enhancing OCB.

Table 5: Coefficient Table for Regression Analysis

It can be inferred from table 5 that social support is statistically insignificant in the model with
significance value of 0.594 (>0.000). On the other hand EI is statistically significant in the model.
Also, a B value of .937 for El show that when all other variables are kept constant, when 1 unit
changes occur in El, it leads to .937 changes in OCB thereby presenting a huge impact. Teachers with
high EI utilize social support more effectively, creating a positive environment wherein constructive
discussions can take place thereby contributing to institutional culture in a positive manner.

Many researches in past (Chughtai et al., 2020; Kazem Bighami et al., 2013; Meniado, 2020; Salarzehi
etal., 2011; Turnipseed, 2018) have found a direct and visible impact of El on OCB. Thus, findings of
these researches support the findings of the present research.

The findings of the present research state that social support has no significant impact on OCB while
El has a huge impact. This is a real time finding for the Himachal Pradesh state.

Conclusion

The relationship between EI, social support, and OCB in teachers is a crucial area of research in
organizational and educational psychology. Thus, the study looked at the level of organisational
citizenship behaviour, emotional intelligence, and social support among university teachers, as well as
the interactions between them. It has been concluded that the present research state that social support
has no significant impact on Organizational Citizenship Behavior while Emotional Intelligence has a
huge impact. The findings of this study also show that there are strong links between organisational
behaviour, and emotional intelligence, that can help organisations improve the quality of their learning
outcomes, effectiveness and teaching efficiency, workplace satisfaction, resilience, and institutional
performance.
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The significant impact of EI and social support on OCB among teachers in Solan highlights the need
for a supportive and emotionally intelligent educational ecosystem. By leveraging these factors,
colleges in Solan can not only enhance teacher well-being and performance but also create a thriving
academic environment that benefits students, faculty, and the community as a whole.

The findings of the present research will facilitate the educational administrators and policymakers in
creating environments that nurture both El and social support, thus increasing the OCB amongst
teachers for improved outcomes in the higher education institutions.

Based on the findings of the present research it is recommended to the stakeholders and decision
makers of the higher education system that regular workshops on emotional intelligence along with
stress management and resilience-building should be conducted for teachers. OCB of the teachers
should be recognized and celebrated by formal awards or public recognition during college events and
in form of bonuses.

Abstract

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A Case Study on the Challenges and Coping Strategies of Female

ABSTRACT

The participation of females in higher education is important to promote equal opportunity and
empowerment in diverse fields. The Indian higher education system has seen considerable progress in
the enrolment of females in Ph.D. programmes. However, challenges exist in their doctoral journey
and hinder their academic progress and well-being. The present study explored the challenges and
coping strategies of six female Ph.D. scholars in Delhi. The study employed a qualitative descriptive
case study design with face-to-face interviews conducted with the participants. The interviews were
conducted with six females pursuing PhD in social work from two central universities in Delhi. The
findings revealed academic challenges such as supervision, research resources, time management, and
personal challenges such as family responsibilities, stress, self-doubt, and financial constraints. Coping
strategies included self-motivation, family, peer, and supervisor support. The study recommends
inclusive approaches to enhance the well-being and academic productivity within the doctoral
experience.

INTRODUCTION

PhD is the highest and the most prestigious academic qualification that a knowledge seeker
pursues to attain the peak of intellectual growth and acquire expertise in distinct fields. Knowledge
creation motivates the researchers to use their skills and build novel ideas that can be scaled from
micro-level innovations to macro-level engagements, contributing to the nation's economic, social, and
educational development. Higher education institutions are the base for transforming current
researchers into tomorrow's policymakers and global leaders. The Indian higher education system is
diverse, comprising various institutions that cultivate students engaged in research-intensive
programmes. According to the All India Survey of Higher Education 2021-2022, India has 1,168
registered universities, of which 685 are government-managed, 10 are Private Deemed (Aided)
universities, and 473 are Private (Unaided) universities. This ecosystem supports nearly 4.33 crore
students, with approximately 2.13 lakh enrolled in Ph.D. programmes.

The journey of social work in Indian higher education began in 1936 with the establishment of
the Sir Dorabji Graduate School of Social Work (now Tata Institute of Social Sciences, Mumbai) to
offer professional education, advanced learning for social workers, promoting social research, and
establishing a scientific foundation for social work (Desai, 1985). Following the rapid need for social
work education, the first post-graduate social work department was opened in 1947 in Kashi
Vidyapeeth, Varanasi. Soon after, the University of Lucknow introduced the first Ph.D. programme in
social work in 1960. At present, there are 526 higher education institutions offering degrees in social
work at the bachelor's, master's, M.Phil., and doctoral level programmes in India(Bhatt, 2021).
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Pursuing a Ph.D. in Social Work represents a commitment to research aimed at contributing to
society's betterment (University of South Carolina, n.d.). PhD scholars in every field are recognised as
stewards of their disciplines. These highly skilled individuals generate new knowledge through
research, serve as social work educators, engage in social work administration, and contribute to the
professional field as independent researchers (Anastas and Kuerbis, 2009). As they embark on this
doctoral journey, scholars transition from their previous roles to embrace their identities as
researchers. Throughout this journey, they encounter numerous challenges at various stages, each
requiring persistence and adaptability until the completion of their degree (Pyhaltd et al., 2012).
Among them, female PhD scholars face unique challenges intertwined with traditional gender roles,
complicating their academic pursuits. This interplay between aspirations and societal expectations
forces them to balance their academic and personal lives. Examining their challenges and coping
strategies in the Indian context reveals the complexities and resilience they exhibit in social work.

REVIEW OF LITERATURE

Female Ph.D. scholars face multi-layered academic challenges that are more prominent than
those of male Ph.D. scholars. These challenges are connected to academic and personal environments,
where scholars tackle numerous difficulties derailing their academic progress.

Research shows that female scholars entering doctoral programmes, despite their capabilities,
encounter significant challenges, particularly in forming a reliable supervisor-supervisee relationship.
A lack of supervision, constructive feedback, and necessary support presents substantial obstacles that
impede their advancement toward attaining a Ph.D. According to a study by Lee et al. (2022), faculty
in social work doctoral programmes reported constraints on their time, which limited their ability to
provide mentorship. The survey further indicated that supervisors did not offer adequate support for
non-academic issues, particularly concerning mental health and financial struggles. Likewise, Bireda
(2015) observed that female doctoral students expressed concerns about not receiving timely feedback
and quality guidance from their supervisors, which hindered their progress in doctoral programmes.
Female Ph.D. scholars face challenges in allocating their time between academic responsibilities,
including teaching and administrative tasks, and their primary research role. This time management
issue can create significant obstacles, potentially hindering their ability to fully engage in their
research projects (Appel and Dahlgren, 2003; Carter et al.,, 2013). The struggle to balance
commitments extends beyond academic duties, including personal and family obligations. The
scholars grapple with societal gender expectations in their domestic sphere. They face difficulty in
prioritising research and scholarly activities over family responsibilities, such as child care, elder care
& household management. With less time dedicated to research work, the rate of progress slows,
disrupting the timely completion of their doctoral studies in a specific timeframe (Brown and Watson,
2010; Warpade et al., 2024).

Scholars progress in their doctoral journey when they have financial resources to support their
academic and personal needs. However, many lack access to grants and fellowships, which makes it
challenging to advance in their Ph.D. programmes, a long—term commitment of at least five years.
Financial insecurities accumulate due to insufficient funds, leading female scholars to take on
additional jobs to cover their living expenses and provide for their children and families
(Mbonyiryivuze et al., 2023). Therefore, the tensions and financial pressures negatively impact their
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well-being and hinder their academic performance. The well-being of female scholars is also affected
by emotional challenges such as stress, anxiety, and a sense of isolation, which emerge from the
interplay of academic and personal stressors ( Haynes et al., 2012). Maintaining well-being becomes
increasingly difficult when tight schedules, demanding academic expectations, and personal
responsibilities converge, creating a cycle of pressure and emotional strain. These challenges often
leave scholars feeling overwhelmed, emphasising the critical need for strategies that prioritise their
mental health and overall quality of life(Hazell et al., 2020).

Despite the unforeseen challenges, doctoral students employ strategies such as planning their
daily work, acquiring new skills, and seeking support from formal and informal networks to navigate
obstacles and maintain progress. Formal support from supervisors, through advice and guidance, plays
a critical role in ensuring steady academic advancement, while informal support from peers and family
fosters resilience and determination, enabling scholars to persist through their demanding doctoral
journeys (Byers et al., 2014; Davis et al., 2017). Although these strategies exist, pursuing and
completing a Ph.D. is fraught with significant milestones and persistent challenges.

Much of the existing research explored challenges women face in other academic fields, leaving
Indian female doctoral students' unique struggles and strategies in social work underexamined.
Addressing this gap, the present study focuses on the doctoral experiences of female Ph.D. scholars in
social work in India, offering valuable insights into their distinctive challenges and coping strategies.

Research Questions

1. What are the challenges faced by female Ph.D. scholars in social work during their doctoral
education?

2. What coping strategies do female Ph.D. scholars in social work adopt to overcome these challenges?

MATERIALS & METHODS
Design

The present study uses a qualitative descriptive case study design. A case study design is suitable
for exploring an individual, a specific issue at a location, a group of people, or a particular situation,
event, or belief within a real-life context(Yin, 2012). The research study describes the real-life
challenges and coping strategies available to female Ph.D. scholars pursuing social work in Delhi. As a
setting, Delhi is home to three renowned central universities of social work, where Ph.D. scholars
across India travel to enrol in doctoral programmes and immerse themselves in a rich academic
environment that fosters intellectual growth and professional development.
Participants

The participants were female Ph.D. scholars pursuing doctoral education in social work from two
central universities in Delhi. A purposive non-probability sampling technique was used to recruit the
participants, and interviews were conducted with six participants until data saturation was reached.
The participants were selected based on the following criteria: a) The participant should be a female
Ph.D. scholar living in Delhi NCT. B)The participant pursued a full-time Ph.D. programme in social
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work from a central university in Delhi. C) The participant has passed coursework, and her topic has
been finalised.

Participant One was 31, married, third-year scholar who availed of the UGC Non-Net fellowship
and was in the data collection phase. Participant Two was 30, unmarried, fourth-year scholar who
availed of the UGC Net-Srf fellowship and was in the data analysis phase. Participant Three was 29,
unmarried, third-year scholar who availed of the UGC Non-Net fellowship and was in the data
collection phase. Participant Four was 32, unmarried, fifth-year scholar who availed of the UGC Net-
Srf fellowship and was in the thesis writing phase. Participant Five was 31, unmarried, fourth—year
scholar who received the UGC Non-Net fellowship and was in the thesis writing phase. Participant Six
was 34, married, fifth-year scholar who availed of the UGC Non-Net fellowship and was in the thesis
writing phase.

Instruments

The interviews were conducted using a semi-structured interview schedule containing open-ended
questions. These questions were developed based on existing literature addressing various dimensions
of challenges and coping strategies. Follow—up questions were also posed whenever necessary.
Furthermore, a pilot interview was carried out with one of the potential participants (not included in
the main study), and based on the feedback, the questions were modified.

Data Collection and Analysis

The data collection took place in June 2024, during which the authors leveraged their professional
network to recruit participants via social media. Potential participants were contacted through
WhatsApp with a message inviting them to participate in the study. After one week, the first and
second authors followed up with ten participants, six of whom agreed to in-person interviews. The
participants were interviewed until saturation was reached. They were thoroughly informed about the
ethical guidelines regarding their voluntary participation, and a signed consent form was obtained
before audio recording their interview. This process ensured the confidentiality of their information.
After each interview, participants were invited to ask questions of the authors if needed. The data was
analysed thematically through an iterative process. The primary author developed initial codes and
themes grounded in the research questions. The second author then reviewed and refined these codes
and themes using data from the first four interviews. After collaborative discussions, two more
interviews were conducted and analysed by both authors to refine the final themes of the study. To
ensure credibility, investigator triangulation was used, with authors independently coding and
analysing the data at different stages for consistency and accuracy. Further, through reflexivity, the
authors minimised biases and ensured transparency in explaining the findings.

RESULTS
The following section highlights the challenges experienced by female Ph.D. scholars and the
strategies utilised to cope with these challenges in the academic and personal spheres.

Academic Challenges
Supervision
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The participants shared a cordial relationship with their male and female supervisors but faced
difficulties in seeking academic input on their research work. A common issue of lack of time and
unclear feedback/guidance hovered the supervision in the middle. A participant expressed: “My
supervisor is an expert in his field, but my research area is unrelated to his area of expertise. From time
to time, he had tried giving his feedback, but it was always more general than insightful, leaving me
uncertain about how to proceed with my topic.”(Participant, Two)

Research resources

The participants could access a database containing journals, articles, books, and theses from their
departmental libraries. Despite the availability of research materials, they did not meet the current
demands of social work disciplines. Furthermore, the participants expressed frustration with limited
access to paid journals that imposed high fees per article. Without the financial means to obtain these
articles, they devoted considerable time to finding alternatives. These challenges affected the quality
of the literature review, limiting scholars to the restricted resources available in both online and print
formats.

Time management

The participants had been engaged in academic duties such as teaching, documentation tasks and
handling logistics during departmental activities. Most of them felt overwhelmed with the
responsibilities assigned to them repeatedly. Participant Six shared an instance: “Once, I faced a
crucial deadline, and my co-guide tasked me with making the report. | had prepared several reports for
her before, so | did the same this time. 1 completed her work and then my own. In the end, I felt
overworked, and she didn’t recognise my contribution during the progress presentation.” Participants
reflected on transitioning from coursework to the next doctoral phase. Some faced challenges returning
to academia while balancing classes, research preparation, and adapting to a new environment. This
experience highlighted the difficulties of managing time and responsibilities while progressing
towards independent work coursework.

Personal Challenges
Family responsibilities

The participants reflected on the duties and responsibilities in their personal lives. Those who
were married felt bound with household duties and the expectations of their in-laws to prioritise their
wants over the Ph.D. Participant One shared, “At times, I believe I should have pursued a PhD before
my marriage. My husband is supportive, but my in-laws insist on giving more time to household and
family responsibilities. On many occasions, I couldn’t attend the conferences and research workshops
because | was occupied with household work.” However, those who were unmarried were more
apprehensive for shorter periods when their families needed their immediate attention. This created
temporal disruptions in their research timeline.

Stress and Anxiety
The participants commonly experienced emotional impediments, with stress and anxiety being
the most frequently reported. Some of the symptoms were loss of appetite, overeating, and insomnia.
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For example, a participant was very tense as she could not go on data collection because of permission
issues. Another shared about relationship issues causing perpetual worrying and emotional outbursts,
resulting in the inability to complete the research tasks.

Self — doubt

Another major challenge experienced by participants was self-doubt at various stages of their
Ph.D. Some initially questioned whether pursuing a PhD was the right decision, as it meant leaving
their careers behind to commit to a full-time study programme. As they progressed in their PhD
journey, they became uncertain about their future, particularly expressing concerns about employment
and career prospects.

Financial resources

The majority of the participants received UGC Non—Net fellowships, which were insufficient to
cover their monthly expenses. Participant Three shared, “I have been living in Delhi for the past few
years. As the years have passed, the cost of living has increased. Staying near the university saves on
travel costs, but | still have to cover rent, food, and stationery expenses. The non-net fellowship wasn’t
enough to cover these expenses, so | depended on funds from my father's pension to support myself.
“Further, several of them suffered financially during COVID-19 because the fellowships were not
disbursed, and the exhaustion of their savings left them indebted to their family and friends.

Coping strategies
Self — motivation

The participants motivated themselves in adverse challenges by setting realistic and achievable
goals. They acknowledged that a Ph.D. is a long journey, and therefore, they prepared a timeline of
their research process, which helped in achieving small tasks in the stipulated time. A participant
shared, “I like to prepare small deadlines for every task that I have to complete. Breaking down bigger
goals into small tasks has helped in completing and moving to the next tasks smoothly. This practice
keeps me motivated when I can see the productivity of my work.”(Participant Six)

Family support

Participants majorly received support during the COVID-19 lockdown period when their parents
supported their financial needs and motivated them to focus on their Ph.D. For several of them, their
mothers gave them emotional strength to cope with stress and anxiety.

Peer support

The peers played a crucial role in the scholars’ lives. They were actively involved in helping the
scholars through academic, financial and emotional difficulties. These close-knit connections eased the
scholars’ venting of their emotions and allowed for constructive discussions during academic
hardships. The peers, especially the seniors, were more empathetic because they had faced similar
circumstances in their doctoral journey.

Support from Supervisors
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The participants did face certain difficulties with their supervisors, but the overall support of their
supervisors was instrumental. The supervisors guided the participants toward appropriate resources for
their research, i.e., information about fellowships and publications. They also encouraged the
participants to prioritize the tasks assigned to them when loaded with research work and family needs.

DISCUSSION

This study highlights the diverse challenges that female Ph.D. scholars encounter in their
academic and personal lives throughout their doctoral journey. The results indicate critical academic
issues, particularly in supervision, where limited time availability and vague feedback contribute to
negative mentorship experiences (Welton et al., 2014). Moreover, scholars face significant obstacles
related to essential research resources and time management. Several of them balance academic duties
with teaching responsibilities, which often hampers their research efforts.

On a personal level, participants dealt with considerable pressures from family responsibilities,
forcing them to juggle various roles and often leading to prioritisation of family over academic
deadlines. This situation adversely affected their well-being, as stress, anxiety, and self—doubt surged,
fueled by both academic demands and personal challenges. Financial issues, particularly insufficient
fellowships and high living costs in Delhi, further exacerbated their stress levels. Similar experiences
were noted by Barry et al. (2018), where female doctoral candidates at an Australian university
reported struggles with self-doubt and financial constraints.

To cope with these difficulties, the Ph.D. students adopted various strategies, relying on both
internal and external resources. Self-motivation and support from family, peers, and mentors were
instrumental in providing emotional, informational, and practical assistance, which enabled them to
address their challenges effectively. This array of coping strategies was vital for scholars to manage
obstacles and progress through their doctoral studies.

The study findings suggest that female scholars generally feel safe in an academic environment
devoid of overt gender discrimination; however, implicit gender norms continue to exist within the
home. It also emphasizes the effects of the COVID-19 lockdown, which presented additional research
challenges during that time. These external disruptions highlight how historical contexts, like the
pandemic, influence the Ph.D. experience.

The study proposes recommendations to assist scholars at both individual and institutional levels.
At the individual level, scholars can create milestone maps to track their progress, engage in creative
activities and take small work breaks to maintain their well-being. On the institutional front,
connecting with previous Ph.D. graduates and organizations within the social sector will help in
exploring career opportunities. Moreover, the departments can organise well-being sessions to support
the emotional and mental health of female scholars throughout the doctoral journey. These suggestions
aim to foster a more supportive and comprehensive environment that aids female Ph.D. scholars in
navigating through the difficulties of their Ph.D.

Limitations

This study is limited to Delhi, affecting the generalization of findings to female PhD scholars in
other regions or disciplines outside social work. It focused only on full-time Ph.D. scholars, leaving
out part-time scholars whose challenges may differ.
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CONCLUSION

This study revealed that female PhD scholars in social work face a variety of academic and
personal challenges. However, both individual and external strategies in the form of support networks
have played a crucial role in helping them overcome these obstacles. A holistic approach, fostering
strong reciprocal relationships between individuals and institutions, can streamline efforts to enhance
academic progress and research quality among Ph.D. scholars in social work. Future studies can
expand on these findings by examining challenges across different types of institutions and focusing
on the experiences of part-time female Ph.D. scholars and those with children to gain further insights
into their unique contexts within the field of social work.
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The Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of Street
Vending) Act, 2014: Salient Features, Good Practices, and Critical
Reflections

Abstract

The Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of Street Vending) Act, 2014 is a
landmark social legislation in India that seeks to legalise, protect, and regulate the street vending
sector, which employs millions of urban poor. This paper outlines the salient features of the Act,
evaluates its implementation through case studies in Ludhiana, New Delhi, Ahmedabad, Jalandhar and
Amritsar, and critiques its legal framework, governance structures, and outcomes. Drawing from
primary field reports and secondary literature, the study finds that while the Act embodies progressive
intent, gaps in execution, stakeholder resistance, and fragmented institutional coordination continue to
undermine its efficacy. Recommendations are offered to realign the Act’s implementation with its
foundational rights-based ethos.

Key words: Informal economy, The Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of Street
Vending) Act, 2014, Town Vending Committee.

1. Introduction

The Indian economy is characterized by a dual structure consisting of a formal economy-
regulated, taxed, and integrated into national accounting systems—and an informal economy, which
operates outside the purview of formal institutions. The formal sector includes registered enterprises,
salaried employment, and regulated markets, while the informal sector comprises unregistered
businesses, self-employment, and casual labour without social protection (Chen, 2012). The informal
commercial sector in India, including street vending, home-based work, and small-scale trading, is
integral to urban economic life. According to the Periodic Labour Force Survey (2022-23),
approximately 83% of India’s workforce is employed in the informal sector, with a significant
proportion engaged in informal retail and services (Ministry of Statistics and Programme
Implementation [MoSPI], 2023). With an estimated 10 million livelihoods across the country, street
vendors alone help to provide reasonably priced goods and services—especially for lower-income
urban areas. Though it lacks institutional support, the informal sector is a vital part of India's
developmental path because it provides urban accessibility, resilience, and employment absorption.
Fair economic development depends on the recognition and inclusion of this sector into policies and
urban planning systems.

Urban informal economy in India depends critically on street vending. The National Policy on
Urban Street Vendors (2009) claims that over 10 million people throughout Indian cities find work
from street vending. Still, vendors deal with legal ambiguities, ongoing harassment, and evictions. In
this context, the Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of Street Vending) Act, 2014
(hereafter SV Act, 2014) emerged as a transformative legal framework aimed at balancing vendors’
livelihoods with urban order and planning. Using case studies from Ludhiana, New Delhi,
Ahmedabad, Jalandhar, and Amritsar, this article critically examines the salient features of the SV Act,
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2014 and assesses its real-world relevance. It also looks at legal gaps and implementation obstacles
influencing the Act's prospective as a pro-poor urban reform.

2. Salient Features of the Street Vendors Act, 2014

Rights-Based Framework: The SV Act, 2014 recognises vending as a valid economic activity, so
affirming street vendors' right to livelihood. By means of certification, it gives vendors legal status and
guarantees defence against arbitrary eviction and harassment. Institutional Mechanisms: TVCs: The
Act has a special participatory institution called the Town Vending Committee (TVC), which is tasked
with vendor surveys, certificate issuing, vending zone allocation. At least forty percent of TVC
members must be street vendors chosen by peers, so guaranteeing participatory government. Vending
Zones and Planning Integration: To be reviewed every five years, the Act requires the demarcation
of vending zones—restriction-free, limited, and no-vending areas—through city planning processes.
Under the Master Plan and Development Plans, it links vending control with more general urban
design. Certificates of Vending: The Act institutionalises the distribution of vending certificates
following surveys, so legalising a vendor's right to sell goods for livelihood. The law caps vending
licenses to 2.5% of the population of a city. Eviction and Relocation Protocols: Only following due
process—including thirty days' notice and chances for hearing—can evictions take place.
Unauthorised evictions run fines for authorities covered by Section 27 of the Act. Dispute Resolution
and Penalties: The Act institutionalises checks against abuse of authority by including grievance
redressal committees and fines for violations.

3. Case Studies of Implementation: Good Practices and Limitations

Following case studies have been compiled to understand the legal, socio-economic, spatial
aspects of the organised vending spaces in various cities in India. New Delhi: Progressive
Interpretation through Judicial Oversight Delhi was the epicenter of early legal activism around
street vending. In Sudhir Madan v. MCD (2007) and Gainda Ram v. MCD (2010), the Supreme Court
held that the right to street vending is a constitutional right under Article 19(1)(g). Post-2014, the
Municipal Corporation of Delhi and NDMC began the survey of vendors and the formation of TVCs.
As of 2022, Delhi had 28 TVCs operational, and approximately 100,000 vendors were surveyed
(MoHUA, 2022). The Ganga Ram Chowk vending market near Connaught Place is now a model
regulated market with sanitation and waste disposal mechanisms, developed in collaboration with
vendor unions. However, there are limitations as implementation has been uneven, with reports of
delays in TVC elections and resistance from Resident Welfare Associations (RWAs) (Bhowmik,
2017). Moreover, urban planners have often prioritised aesthetics over inclusivity. Ahmedabad:
Institutional Innovation and SEWA’s Role: Ahmedabad represents a success story where the Self-
Employed Women’s Association (SEWA) played a critical role in vendor mobilization and capacity-
building. The city has long integrated vending into its urban management, exemplified by the hawker
zones in Manek Chowk and Law Garden. The Ahmedabad Municipal Corporation, through active
consultation with SEWA, formed TVCs and issued over 21,000 vending certificates (SEWA, 2019).
The city has also piloted digital payment systems and formalised waste management practices among
vendors. Still, some of the flaws are that vending zones were demarcated without full transparency,
and several high-footfall areas remain ‘no-vending’ zones despite prior occupation, raising concerns of
gentrification (Jha, 2020). Ludhiana: Post-BASERA Integration with Vending Policy: Ludhiana’s
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municipal administration, under the BASERA initiative for urban housing and services, included street
vendors in slum rehabilitation areas like Dhandari Kalan. In 2021-2022, Ludhiana formed its TVC
with vendor representation and conducted biometric vendor surveys in partnership with NGOs like
National Urban Livelihood Mission (NULM) and Youth for Jobs. Notable innovations include the
smart street vending mobile app, enabling digital license renewals and Geographic Information System
(GIS) mapping of vending spots (Ludhiana Municipal Corporation, 2023). The Municipal Corporation
has also collaborated with the Punjab Urban Development Authority (PUDA) to create vending zones
near industrial hubs. The implementation of the act can be criticised based on field investigations that
reveal slow redressal of disputes, underrepresentation of women vendors, and continued informal fee
collection by local police (Primary field interviews, 2023). Jalandhar: Vending Zones with Health
and Sanitation Models: Jalandhar has initiated well-demarcated vending zones near Model Town and
BMC Chowk, integrating food safety training for vendors in partnership with Food Safety and
Standards Authority of India (FSSAI). The city’s TVC, formed in 2019, has a strong NGO presence,
including local bodies like Gyan Sewa Trust. The Municipal Corporation has provided mobile carts
and waste disposal systems in high-vendor areas. ‘Healthy vending clusters’ have improved public
perception of vending in middle-class neighbourhoods. Despite initial success, surveys in 2022
showed low awareness of legal rights among vendors, and poor coordination between the TVC and the
Town Planning Department resulted in delayed certificate renewals (Verma & Singh, 2022).

4. Street Vending in Amritsar: Policy, Planning, and the Challenges of Informal Urbanism

The city of Amritsar, known for its rich cultural heritage and religious significance, also sustains
a large informal economy that contributes to the daily life and subsistence of its urban poor. Among its
most visible forms is informal street vending, which thrives around tourist landmarks such as the
Golden Temple, Jallianwala Bagh, Hall Bazaar, and in peripheral neighbourhoods such as Chheharta
and Verka. Despite the presence of the Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of
Street Vending) Act, 2014, street vending in Amritsar continues to be governed more by adhocism and
eviction drives than by a legally mandated participatory framework. Examining the city's present
planning and regulatory approach for informal vending critically reveals major discrepancies between
national policy’s intention and urban governance’s reality. One of the central issues undermining
proper vendor management in Amritsar is the absence of a credible and updated city-wide vendor
survey, a legal prerequisite under Section 3 of the Street Vendors Act. According to the Act, Urban
Local Bodies (ULBs) are required to conduct a thorough survey of all currently operating street
vendors before issuing identity cards and vending certificates. However, Amritsar's municipal
authorities have either not completed these surveys or have done so in a disjointed and superficial way,
frequently depending on unaccountable private contractors. As a result, many legitimate vendors have
been routinely left out of official records.

As a result, many vendors are in a state of legal limbo, constantly in danger of being evicted
without warning or redress. The TVC, which is meant to be the main organisation for vendor
representation and vending zone planning, has also been unable to form and operate effectively due to
the lack of accurate enumeration. Despite the announcement of the creation of a TVC in Amritsar, its
operations have been erratic, opaque, and exclusive. In these bodies, bureaucrats predominate in
decision-making processes, while actual vendor representatives are frequently left out or marginalised.
The TVC in Amritsar has evolved into a symbolic organisation with limited operational capabilities
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rather than promoting inclusive planning. One of the most progressive features of the Street Vendors
Act is undermined by this, as TVCs were intended to serve as participatory forums for deciding
vending zones, resolving disputes, and addressing grievances. In Amritsar, no legally binding vending
zones have been notified in the absence of a functional TVC. Due to a lack of spatial planning,
vendors are compelled to congregate in contested urban areas, especially those with high pedestrian
traffic, where they are harassed by police and municipal enforcement agencies. Goods confiscation,
fines, and evictions are still frequent occurrences.

Administrative inertia, elite urban aesthetics, and a distorted developmental agenda fuelled by
tourism and smart city branding are the main causes of this policy neglect. Amritsar has received
significant funding under the Smart Cities Mission (SCM), and the city's urban planning initiatives
have placed a high priority on traffic decongestion, heritage preservation, and beautification. Despite
their aesthetic appeal, projects like the Heritage Street redevelopment have forced out long-standing
vending clusters close to the Golden Temple and nearby markets. Due to the city authorities’ emphasis
on pedestrianisation over livelihood protection, vendors have reported significant income losses and
increased insecurity as a result of these interventions. Instead of treating informal vendors as lawfully
protected economic actors, the planning logic in these projects often views them negatively as visual
clutter or threats to security and hygiene. The city's master plans' total lack of infrastructure planning
for street vending is another significant flaw. There are no zoning, infrastructure provisioning, or
policy strategies to incorporate vending into urban design in the Amritsar Master Plan 2031, which
only mentions informal retail briefly. Basic facilities like drinking water, electricity, weather
protection, and waste disposal are denied to vendors. Their vulnerability is increased by this
infrastructure neglect, particularly for elderly, female, and perishable goods vendors. The result is a
spatial marginalisation of the informal economy, which is not acknowledged in municipal budgeting or
land use policies, nor is it represented in the city's official plans. These errors have profound
socioeconomic ramifications in addition to administrative ones. In Amritsar, street vending is a vital
source of work, particularly for low-income households, Scheduled Caste communities, and migrants.
It supports local economies, gives working-class consumers access to reasonably priced goods, and
lowers barriers to self-employment. Ignoring this area puts thousands at risk of falling into even
greater poverty and makes local officials more reliant on rent-seeking and abusive informal credit.
Furthermore, not regularising vendors strengthens a governance model that prioritises exclusion over
negotiation, decreases access to reasonably priced services, and exacerbates urban inequality. To sum
up, Amritsar's experience is representative of a larger national trend in which progressive laws such as
the Street Vendors Act, 2014, are praised in theory but poorly implemented in reality. The Act's
central tenet—that informal vendors are not encroachers but legitimate claimants to urban space and
economic rights—has not been accepted by the city. Amritsar must establish inclusive Town Vending
Committees, assign vending zones, integrate vendor infrastructure into municipal and spatial planning,
and institutionalise frequent vendor surveys in order to bring practice and policy into line. A rights-
based, inclusive approach that acknowledges informal livelihoods as crucial to the city's economic and
cultural vibrancy must replace urban planning's elitist bias.

5. Critique of the Act and Implementation Challenges
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Legal Gaps and Ambiguities: The Act’s cap of 2.5% of urban population for vending licenses is
arbitrary and poorly aligned with labour market realities. Additionally, state rules vary, creating
fragmented legal standards. For example, Maharashtra allows for semi-permanent stalls, whereas
Punjab restricts them. Moreover, the Act does not override municipal bye-laws that often contradict its
provisions. This legal dualism impedes enforcement (Jain, 2018). Stakeholder Resistance and Urban
Bias: Urban planners and RWAs often resist vending in ‘elite’ areas. Cities have prioritized aesthetics
over equity, echoing a neoliberal vision of urbanity that excludes informal workers (Anjaria, 2016).
This bias manifests in arbitrary ‘no-vending’ demarcations and lack of consultation with vendors.
Weak Grievance Redressal and Oversight: Many states have not formed Grievance Redressal
Committees or have kept them toothless. Penalties for illegal evictions are rarely imposed. This
undermines the Act’s credibility and disincentivises compliance by officials. Exclusion of Women
and Marginal Vendors: Studies show that women vendors are underrepresented in TVCs and often
denied vending licenses due to lack of documentation (SEWA, 2019). Migrants, disabled persons, and
older vendors face similar exclusion due to rigid eligibility norms. Administrative Delays and
Capacity Gaps: TVCs are underfunded and lack technical expertise in GIS mapping, legal
interpretation, and urban planning. As a result, surveys are often delayed or inaccurate. Training
modules for municipal officers remain inadequate. Broader Socio-Economic Impacts: The SV Act,
2014 was envisioned as a tool of urban inclusivity, but its weak implementation has led to re-
marginalisation of street vendors. However, where implemented well, as in Ahmedabad and pockets
of Ludhiana, the Act has improved livelihood security, access to finance, and social dignity. Digital
vending IDs have helped some vendors access bank credit and social security, but these gains are
uneven. In cities like Jalandhar, formalisation has improved food safety and public health,
demonstrating that regulatory inclusion can benefit both vendors and citizens.

6. Conclusion and Policy Recommendations

The SV Act, 2014 is a milestone in inclusive urban legislation, but its promise remains unfulfilled
due to fragmented implementation and legal ambiguities. For the Act to serve its intended purpose, the
following steps are recommended:

= Amend the population cap on vending licenses to reflect local economic needs.

= Harmonise municipal bye laws with the Act to prevent legal contradictions.

= Ensure functional and inclusive TVCs with gender and caste diversity.

= Build municipal capacity through training and G1S-based planning tools.

= Introduce periodic audits by independent bodies to ensure compliance.

= Facilitate community-based awareness campaigns to educate vendors and the public on
rights and obligations.

A rights-based, transparent, and participatory approach is key to ensuring that India’s urban
transformation does not leave its most visible, yet most vulnerable workers behind.

Despite this
substantial demographic, they continue to face systemic exclusion from education, employment,
healthcare, and public life.[3] International frameworks such as the United Nations Convention on the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities (UNCRPD) underscore the responsibility of states to guarantee the
full and equal enjoyment of all human rights by PwDs, and parliaments play a central role in

monitoring these obligations.[4]

India, which ratified the UNCRPD in 2007, enacted the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act in
2016, significantly expanding both the definition of disability and the scope of state obligations.[5]
However, the gap between legislative intent and implementation remains pronounced. Parliamentary
oversight in this context is essential for holding the executive accountable for delivering on statutory
mandates related to accessibility, inclusive education, livelihood, healthcare, and political

participation.[6]

Globally, different jurisdictions exhibit varying levels of maturity in their parliamentary engagement
with disability rights. While countries such as Sweden and the United Kingdom have integrated
disability oversight into broader human rights and equality mechanisms, others like India are still in
the process of building institutional coherence and cross-sectoral accountability.[7] This comparative
study aims to analyze the oversight tools employed by parliaments in select countries India, the United
Kingdom, Australia, South Africa, and Sweden to draw out best practices, institutional innovations,

and strategic challenges.

The current research work seeks to enhance understanding of how parliamentary institutions can
become effective guardians of disability rights. It also aspires to inform ongoing reforms in India by

offering a comparative lens grounded in empirical insights and normative frameworks.

The selection of countries allows for a representative comparison between jurisdictions with varying
degrees of institutional capacity and parliamentary traditions. India, as a developing country and a
federal parliamentary democracy, provides a valuable case for examining challenges in aligning

Nevertheless, the study acknowledges its limitations. First, it relies primarily on secondary data
sources such as parliamentary records, official reports, legal texts, and existing literature, which may
vary in terms of availability and depth across jurisdictions.[11] Second, while the focus is on national
parliaments, in federal systems like India and Australia, significant legislative responsibility may also
lie with sub national entities, which this study only briefly touches upon. Third, the temporal scope of
the analysis—2016 to 2024—reflects a period during which major legal reforms and international
commitments have shaped disability rights discourse, but it may not capture the full historical
evolution of parliamentary practices. Despite these limitations, the comparative design allows for

nuanced understanding of the interplay between legal mandates, institutional frameworks.
Conceptual and Normative Framework

[12] The evolution of disability rights globally reflects a paradigm shift from the charity and medical
models to a robust rights-based framework. Historically, persons with disabilities (PwDs) were viewed
through a lens of pity or as individuals to be medically treated and cured. This perspective
marginalized their agency and entrenched systemic exclusion. The rights-based model, as articulated
in the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (UNCRPD), repositions
PwDs as equal rights-holders entitled to dignity, autonomy, and full societal participation.[13]

Disability: From Medical to Rights-Based Models
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[13] The medical model of disability conceives disability as a defect or deficiency within the
individual, necessitating correction or rehabilitation. In contrast, the rights-based model views
disability as a social construct, arising from the interaction between individuals with impairments. [14]
Article 1 of the UNCRPD explicitly states its purpose as promoting, protecting, and ensuring the full
and equal enjoyment of all human rights and fundamental freedoms by all persons with
disabilities.[15] It obligates State Parties to modify or abolish existing laws, regulations, customs, and
practices that constitute discrimination against PwDs, and to adopt necessary legislative,

administrative, and other measures for the realization of rights.[16]
The Architecture of Parliamentary Oversight

[14] Parliamentary oversight refers to the mechanisms through which legislative bodies monitor and
evaluate the actions, expenditures, and performance of the executive branch. In the context of
disability rights, such oversight plays a dual role—first, to ensure that legislation aligned with the
UNCRPD is faithfully implemented, and second, to hold ministries accountable for resource allocation
and administrative efficacy.[17] Oversight also serves a democratic function by enhancing
transparency, enabling public deliberation, and facilitating civil society participation along with

standing committees.[18]

[15] The international normative landscape governing disability rights is anchored in several key
instruments. Foremost among them is the UNCRPD, adopted in 2006 and now ratified by over 180
countries. It constitutes a comprehensive framework covering civil, political, economic, social, and
cultural rights. It also mandates periodic reporting by State Parties to the UN Committee on the Rights
of Persons with Disabilities[19] Complementing this are the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGS),

Legislative and Institutional Landscape in Selected Countries

[21] The five jurisdictions analyzed—India, the United Kingdom, Australia, South Africa, and
Sweden—exemplify diverse legal frameworks and parliamentary structures supporting disability

rights. In India, the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 aligns national law with the
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UNCRPD and introduces statutory bodies such as the Chief Commissioner for Persons with

Disabilities (CCPD) to oversee implementation. [22]

In the United Kingdom, the Equality Act 2010 provides comprehensive anti-discrimination
protections, and the Women and Equalities Committee of the House of Commons undertakes targeted
inquiries on disability rights, such as access to education and employment.[23] Australia’s National
Disability Insurance Scheme (NDIS), legislated in 2013, is monitored by the Joint Standing
Committee on the NDIS, a dedicated body with powers to scrutinize the operational aspects of

disability service delivery.[24]

South Africa enshrines disability rights within its Constitution, supported by the Promotion of Equality
and Prevention of Unfair Discrimination Act, 2000. [25] Sweden adopts a more decentralized yet
integrated model; disability policy is mainstreamed into sectoral legislation, and the Equality

Ombudsman collaborates with parliamentarians on periodic assessments.[26]
Comparative Analysis of Oversight Mechanisms

[27] A comparative evaluation of parliamentary oversight mechanisms reveals critical variations in
institutional design, operational focus, and stakeholder participation across jurisdictions. In most
countries examined, parliamentary committees serve as the cornerstone of oversight. However, the
degree of their specialization and authority differs. In India, the Standing Committee on Social Justice
and Empowerment periodically reviews disability-related policies but lacks a dedicated sub-committee
or technical support to sustain focus on implementation challenges.[28] In contrast, Australia's Joint
Standing Committee on the NDIS is mandated to review every aspect of the program, regularly

holding public hearings and tabling detailed reports.[29]

In UK the Women and Equalities Committee has undertaken targeted investigations into disability
employment and barriers to education, promoting public debate and follow-up by the executive.[30]
Sweden does not rely heavily on parliamentary committees for disability-specific oversight but
mainstreams disability across government operations, with the Equality Ombudsman playing an

advisory and watchdog role[31]
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[32] Another major tool is parliamentary questions. Legislators in Sweden and South Africa regularly
raise questions related to accessibility, service delivery, and legislative compliance, contributing to

transparency and responsiveness.

[30] Additionally, public participation and civil society engagement vary across the board. Countries
like South Africa institutionalize public hearings involving DPO’S varying in other countries. The
inclusion of DPOs as watchdogs enhances democratic accountability and ensures the integration of

lived experiences into parliamentary discourse.[33]

[31] This comparative analysis underscores the importance of institutional specialization, structured

public engagement, and financial scrutiny in strengthening oversight.

Roadmap for India

[34] India’s framework for disability rights oversight reflects both legislative commitment and
institutional gaps. The enactment of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 was a landmark
in aligning national law with international obligations under the UNCRPD.[35] Despite its progressive
legal framework, implementation across states remains inconsistent, often constrained by inadequate

resourcing, limited awareness, and weak inter-departmental coordination.[36]

[37] Moreover, disability specific discussions in the Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha are infrequent and
often reactive to incidents or advocacy pressures rather than embedded in routine legislative
oversight.[38]

[36] Financial oversight is particularly weak. While schemes like the Accessible India Campaign and
Deendayal Disabled Rehabilitation Scheme are not implemented properly. There is also no statutory
requirement for ministries to submit annual disability impact statements or progress reports to
Parliament.[39]

Strengthening parliamentary oversight in India requires institutional reforms such as establishing a
sub-committee on disability, mandating annual reporting, and mainstreaming disability discourse into

general policy reviews.[40]
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Synthesis of Best Practices and Cross-National Insights

[41] A synthesis of international practices reveals several strategic elements that contribute to effective
parliamentary oversight of disability rights. One common feature among high-performing countries is
the establishment of specialized parliamentary committees or sub-committees dedicated to equality,
human rights, or disability affairs. Australia’s Joint Standing Committee on the NDIS and the UK’s
Women and Equalities Committee exemplify this model, allowing for deep scrutiny of programmatic

details, systemic barriers, and institutional accountability.[42]

In
Sweden, ministries submit periodic disability action plans to the Parliament, monitored in coordination
with the Equality Ombudsman. Such processes ensure that policy implementation is subject to formal
legislative feedback loops and iterative improvement.[43]

should consider establishing a specialized sub-committee on disability rights under the Standing
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Committee on Social Justice and Empowerment. Such a body could ensure sustained scrutiny of

policy implementation, particularly concerning the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016.

The institutional engagement of Disabled Persons’ Organizations (DPOs) must be formalized within
parliamentary processes. This can be achieved through public hearings, expert testimony during
committee reviews, and submission of shadow reports that complement official government narratives.
India should establish an inter-parliamentary platform for the exchange of best practices in disability
oversight, in collaboration with regional legislatures and global parliamentary networks. Lastly, India
should consider launching a national and regional parliamentary forum for sharing disability oversight
practices. Collaboration with global parliamentary networks such as the Inter-Parliamentary Union can

also help align domestic oversight with global norms
Conclusion

Parliamentary oversight is a fundamental pillar of democratic governance and plays an indispensable
role in translating legal rights into lived realities. This study has demonstrated that while disability
rights are increasingly being recognized in legislative frameworks worldwide, the actualization of
these rights hinges on vigilant, participatory, and informed oversight by legislative bodies.

Literature Review

Green tax

A green tax theory encourages environmentally beneficial activities and discourages activities that
damage the environment. As well as traditional tax principles that consider equity, economics, and
administrative feasibility, the tax instruments must take environmental impact into account. One of
several, sometimes overlapping theories can explain how an increase in green taxes affects the
environment when done economically. The concept of taxes was first presented by A.C. Pigou in the
early 20th century. The concept of Pigou's tax absorption of private activity costs, otherwise borne by

society, was first presented by him in 1920 (Pigou 1920, 168). A private company can internalize the
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external costs of an activity to incorporate the environmental cost of that activity into its decision
making (although Pigou didn't use those terms).

A related theory is the polluter pays principle, originally designed as a method of prohibiting
government subsidies for pollution control measures but now often referred to as the cost-
internalization principle. Tax increases set to reduce aggregate pollution can allow individual polluters
to determine when abatement is economically efficient. The concept of least-cost abatement can also
be justified by this concept: rather than requiring some regulations to fit every individual, tax increases
set to reduce aggregate pollution can be more effective than requiring regulations to fit every
individual. As an added bonus, the double-dividend theory also referred to as ecological tax reform,
would raise revenue from any of these theories to lower some existing tax burdens, such as labor taxes,

which could be dampening the economy.

Milne (2003) states that the first dividend from the environmental tax would be an environmental
dividend, and the second dividend would be an economic dividend. It is common to all of these
theories that adjusting the economic calculation can lead to environmental benefits and economic
efficiency. Despite challenges associated with finding and enacting the exact external costs for
internalization, few green tax increases perfectly embody these theories, but they certainly contribute
immensely to the political rhetoric surrounding their implementation. The rationale behind lowering

green taxes is more pragmatic.

An environmentally positive commodity or activity can be encouraged by the government by awarding
tax credits, deductions, exemptions, or reduced rates of tax. Rather than making the market more
economically efficient or rational, subsidies provide an environmental benefit by promoting activities
that would not otherwise happen. There is a possibility that these measures would be less popular if
costs were fully internalized. Additionally, green tax reductions do not result in an increase in
government revenue, but a reduction in it. Differences of this kind can have important political
ramifications. Constituents may welcome tax cuts that benefit them, while increasing taxes, unless
offset by tax cuts, is rarely popular politically. Politicians may also benefit from tax cuts because they
can do so more quietly than through the annual appropriations process and deliver benefits more
quietly. The term "tax expenditure” was coined by Stanley Surrey in 1973, and it clarifies that targeted

tax incentives are in fact government expenditures with the same fiscal impact as direct appropriations.
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Green tax and climate change

The goal of green taxation is to reduce greenhouse gas emissions, and tax instruments are only a
means to that end. A few observations can be made in conclusion, even though there are no absolute
rules that govern the use of green tax instruments or whether to use tax increases or tax expenditures.
As a first point, green taxes often reduce greenhouse gas emissions while also promoting energy
security when used in climate change contexts. Their design may therefore reflect multiple goals in
addition to the environmental context, due to their political and policy foundations. They may also
have stripes in other colors in addition to green. Secondly, policymakers should carefully consider
which green tax instruments are sending positive signals or those that are sending negative signals.

The introduction of widespread, strong, negative signals to the market, such as broad-based energy
taxes, may have a long-term effect on consumer behavior and business practices. Decisions that affect
the economy can be deeply influenced by them. A carefully targeted, positive tax expenditure signals,
however, can facilitate the acceptance of new technologies in the short term by enhancing their
economic viability. Negative or positive signals are not the only factors to consider when choosing the

approach.

In addition, the basic issue of who should pay is at stake. Polluters should pay for tax increases, while
beneficiaries (society) should pay for tax expenditures? Then, if both are available, if there is a
sufficiently strong negative signal, can the targeted tax expenditures achieve most if not all of the
desired result, leaving the polluter to bear the full cost? A fundamental policy decision, fiscal decision,
and political decision will dictate who should pay. Moreover, other articles have emphasized that
government action through taxation is just one method of affecting change, and permit trading systems

play a crucial role in the climate debate.

Despite the similarities, these two instruments have similar aspects, such as price signals and potential
equity and economic impacts, especially when permits are auctioned instead of grandfathered. There
are also some differences between them. As opposed to fossil fuel taxes, permits are subject to market
fluctuations, while fossil fuel taxes are fixed. Taxes do not produce a known level of emission control,
whereas a properly enforced trading scheme does. There may be a greater political opaqueness to
permit trading than to taxes, since taxes carry a cost that customers and voters can easily see. Policy

calculations and politics will both influence the decision, but neither should control it. Alternatively,
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taxes can be used in conjunction with permits that are not auctioned or different instruments can be
used for different sectors. There are many types of green coins that the government can use as part of
its market-based options. Lastly, there is the question of choosing which coin to use - a taxation issue

that has more novel implications.

Most governments handle tax matters first and foremost by their tax writers and tax administrators,
while those involved primarily in environmental protection handle environmental matters first and
foremost. The hybrid world of green taxation combines the disciplines of taxation, environmental
protection, and economics into a single entity. A tax specialist must also become an environmental
specialist; environmental regulators must consider taxation as an element of their analysis; and
economists should become involved as part of the process. Enhancing expertise and collaborating in
new ways may be necessary to expand the industry, but as different organizations jockey for control
over possible new revenue streams, the plot will thicken.

Role of Automobile Industry in Climate Change

There are over 1.6 million premature deaths in India related to air pollution in 2019, which is
estimated to be a result of road transport, which accounts for 12% of the country's energy-related CO2
emissions. It is the third-largest market in the world for light vehicles, overtaking Japan in terms of
vehicle fleet expansion. Two- and three-wheeled vehicles produced by it are the largest in the world,
while buses are the second biggest. According to S&P Global Mobility forecasts, SUVs are set to
account for over 40% of all light-duty vehicle sales in 2023, up from only 16% in 2015. By 2030, the
SUV market is expected to reach 50% of new vehicle demand. In India and globally, more heavy and
fuel-inefficient SUVs are contributing to increased oil demand and greenhouse gas emissions.
Decarbonizing road transport and reducing air pollution are crucial to meeting the net-zero 2070 goal
for India.

With more than 6% of all vehicle sales going to electric vehicles in 2023, India is one of the fastest-

growing BEV markets in the world. India's electric vehicles currently consist mostly of two- and three-
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wheelers (motorbikes, scooters, and rickshaws), with significant differences according to vehicle type.
Three-wheelers accounted for more than half of all new registrations in 2023, compared to two-
wheelers and four-wheelers. Therefore, although India's three- and two-wheeler markets are rapidly

electrifying, the passenger car market needs to adopt electric vehicles more rapidly.

In As part of its collaboration with an Indian government think-tank, the National Institution for
Transforming India (NITI Aayog), the International Energy Agency released the report "Transitioning
India's Road Transport Sector' in July 2023. According to the study, the CO2 emissions from Indian
road transport could double by 2050 as the demand for private mobility and goods is expected to
increase. As a result of implementing ambitious policies, India can save 70 million tonnes of oil
equivalent (80% of the sector's current energy demand) by 2050, preventing 60% of CO2 emissions
from the sector. India's net-zero 2070 goal can be achieved by 2030 through EV sales of 50%.
According to the report, current policies would increase electric vehicle sales to 35% by 2030. India's
EV fleet is currently avoiding tailpipe CO2 emissions roughly equal to those indirectly created by
power plants, further emphasizing that the amount of CO2 avoided depends on how quickly India
decarbonizes its coal-dependent power sector. It is anticipated that India's EV fleet will reduce CO2

emissions by 10 to 380 million tons by 2050 as the country decarbonizes its power sector.

Impact of green tax on automobile industry in combating climate change
Emissions reduction

By increasing the cost of producing and using vehicles with high levels of greenhouse gasses, green
taxes reduce emissions. A significant decrease in emissions has been achieved in countries like
Sweden and Norway that have implemented CO2-based vehicle taxes. High-emission cars are more
expensive due to these taxes and consumers are encouraged to switch to more fuel-efficient or electric

vehicles (EVs) as a result.
Green technology promotion

Through green taxes, automakers are incentivized to develop cleaner technologies by taxing higher
emissions. As a result of this shift, electric vehicles, hybrid vehicles, and fuel-efficient vehicles are
becoming more prevalent. A transition to a more sustainable automotive industry is accelerated due to

the increasing demand for these technologies.
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Challenges faced by green tax in combating climate change

determine and changes constantly. By gauging the reactions of those taxed units, the agency must
guess the right tax rate without being exact, and then adjust it. As a result, even more administrative
costs must be incurred in order to equalize the MAC. Toxins must be investigated in terms of their
physical properties. A monetary valuation of the damages caused by toxic waste is needed in terms of
human health, business losses, and other expenses. The considerable costs of information aren't the
only obstacle. Applying this method to pollutant mixtures that are not uniformly mixed is complex. To
prevent hotspots, progressive tax rates should be applied to different pollution levels, or even different
tax rates should be applied to different sources of pollution. Consumers bear the burden of additional
costs associated with taxation as a result of regressive taxation. The consumption of goods such as
gasoline is more expensive for low-income persons as a result. Many firms and politicians will be

unable to absorb the tax burden and deadweight loss if taxation is set too high.

The tax burden will exceed the abatement costs when this occurs. If the traditional command-and-
control regulatory scheme is to be used in this situation, it would be less costly to do so. A number of
critics do not agree with the double-dividend effect.
